Chairman Brian Corrigan called the meeting of the Baldwinsville Zoning Board of Appeals to order on Monday, May 10, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.

Motion to approve minutes of April 12, 2010 meeting by Connie Taft, second by Brian Corrigan.

Motion to approve resolution for 11 Merlewood Parkwayby Kevin Beverine, second by Brian Corrigan.

Public Hearing to consider the application for an area variance for the property located at 9 Charlotte Street, Baldwinsville, NY.  The area variance is of Article VII, Section 72-15 (B) percentage of lot coverage.

Chairman Corrigan read the public notice as published in The Messenger on May 5, 2010 and the applicable code.  Mr. David Parton, owner of the property, was present to address the board.
Mr. Parton said he is proposing to build an 18’ x 14’ canopy to use as a picnic area during the summer months.  The structure would be a roof only, with open sides, to be constructed by Peterson Construction Company at a cost of approximately $4,950.  Mr. Parton said the lot coverage would be exceeded by 202 sq ft or 27%.  The structure would be replacing a screened canopy that is put up every summer.  Mr. Parton said he has no intention of closing in this open structure with siding or windows.  The structure will sit on a stoned driveway. Mr. Parton said the material used would be 4 x 4 wood product with asphalt shingles for the roof.  There would be no power supplied to this structure.
Members of the board were familiar with the property.  There was no one present at this meeting for or against this variance.  No written correspondence was received for or against this variance.  

Chairman Corrigan closed the public hearing with a motion by John Rutkowski and Connie Taft.
Connie Taft noted the following Findings of Fact for the property at 11 Merlewood Parkway, Baldwinsville, NY 13027:

· An application was received by Mr. David Parton, owner of the property located at 9 Charlotte St.

· This property is located in a B-2 zone.

· The variance is of Article VII, Section 72-15(B) percentage of lot coverage.

· The variance that Mr. Parton is seeking for to construct an 18 x 14’ canopy to use as a picnic area during the summer months.

· This canopy would have a roof only, with open sides.

· The lot coverage would be exceeded by 202 sq ft or 27%.
· This canopy would replace a screened canopy.
· The canopy will be placed on a gravel driveway.
· This canopy is a pole barn type constructed by Peterson Construction.
· The approximate cost is $4,950.
· The board referred to a 1988 survey presented with the application.

· The house was purchased in 1988 at a cost of $80,000.

· The roof will be constructed of asphalt shingles.
· There will be no gutters for rain water.

· Structure will be eight feet from bottom of roof line and height not more than 12 ft.
· No response from neighbors either for or against this variance.

· Board members are aware of location of property.

· Structure would be 15 – 20 feet from rear property line.
· Drawing prepared and submitted by owner.
Motion to accept wording of findings of fact by Kevin Beverine and John Rutkowski.

Chairman Corrigan made a resolution for this variance and stated that it is predicated on a condition that the area variance to be built would result in an overage of the permissible lot coverage of 25% to a figure of 27-28% be granted:

· That the area variance as requested would not produce an undesirable change in the character of the neighborhood.

· There is no substantial detriment to nearby properties.

· There is no other feasible method available to the applicant to pursue to achieve the benefit other than the requested variance.

· That the requested variance is not substantial and would not have an adverse effect or impact on the physical and environmental conditions of the neighborhood or district.

· Though this request is self created, it should not be the sole ruling factor whether to grant or not grant the variance.

· That as requested by the applicant this is to be an open air canopy for summer use and the applicant advised there is a potential for screening.  The applicant also stated that it would not be sided or windows added and would not be turned into a quasi garage.

Motion to accept wording of resolution by John Rutkowski and seconded by Kevin Beverine.  All voted yes.
