Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Stebbins noted that it was good to see the little Volvo plow keeping the downtown sidewalks clear. 
Trustee Clarke noted that he had nothing new to report in regards to the Verizon TV Contract.

Mayor’s Comments are as follows:
· Noted that he met with Congressman Dan Maffei for a half hour before he spoke at the Rotary Luncheon. During his meeting he explained the 7 projects that were currently taking place within the Village. He asked Mr. Maffei for some possible Federal Assistance for a road that would go from Golden Legacy to Canton Street. The proposed road could alleviate some of the traffic issues on Downer Street. 

· Noted that a meeting of the Onondaga County Association of Mayors and Elected Officials was held in Fayetteville with Mr. Jim Rhinehart, Chairman of the Onondaga County Legislature, who is also the chairman of the committee that is looking at the sales tax issue.  He suggested that residents and village employees write to their respective County Legislators asking that they don’t reduce the amount of sales tax that villages receive from Onondaga County. He noted that 26% of the Village’s Revenue Budget is anticipated sales tax income. 
Department Heads.

Ruth Troy noted that there had been some concerns with the pot holes that are popping up though out the village. She also noted that the Baldwinsville Teachers Association had purchased some tickets for the seniors to attend a play up at the school, which was greatly appreciated.  Ruth mentioned that 3 people from AARP were coming to Canton Woods to help prepare tax returns for those who needed help.

Michael Lefancheck stated that Chrissy Allen was named 2009 Officer of the Year and a presentation for that will take place at the next regular Village Board Meeting. 
Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker noted that the consultants from Binghamton University were working on Phase 1. He noted that they are digging two spots 3’ X 3’ square by hand along the South Shore East Trail.
Discussion in regards to the Baldwinsville Community Development Corporation. 
Mayor Saraceni noted that he’s going to prepare books for the candidates to enter information in that will be given to them at their introductory meeting and throughout the process.  He noted that he had spoken to Karen MacDonald from USDA who is going to send him updated requirements for the IRP Program.  

Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
He noted that they are looking at the alternatives as far as the petroleum clean up on site.
Discussion in regards to changing the terms of the elected Village Officials from 2 years to 4 years.  

Mayor Saraceni noted that the Village Clerk had gotten information from the NYCOM Handbook which explains the process that needs to be taken. Ron Carr explained if the Village chooses to make the change it has to decide how they will work in the new 4 year terms. He noted that this is where it could get complicated.  The Village Board noted the pros and cons for making the change, such as the commitment to the elected position for the longer period of time, cost of having an election every two years instead of every year, etc.  The Village Board asked the Village Attorney to work out a schedule of terms, if the Village were to go to 4 year terms. 

New Business. 
Discussion/Action concerning the proposed Downtown Overlay District. 
Mayor Saraceni presented a map showing the proposed Downtown Overlay District and explained how change would affect the Village. 

Ron Carr presented the Village Board with a copy of the proposed Local Law to review. He noted that at the next regular Village Board meeting, he would request that a SEQR be prepared and the proposed Downtown Overlay District Local Law be sent to Onondaga County Planning for their review.  Also, at the next regular Village Board Meeting, a Public Hearing can be set for April 1, 2010, at 7:30 p.m., to hear comments regarding the proposed Local Law.
