REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON JUNE 18, 2009, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Salisbury, Stebbins, Shimer and Weaver.

Also Present-Ron Carr and Dave Jones, Attorneys for the Village; Thomas LeRoy, Police Lieutenant; Tim Baker, Village Engineer;  Ruth Troy, Canton Woods Coordinator; Jerry Elliott, a representative of the Public Access Channel;  Dick Donavan, Mayor of Minoa;  Beverly Von Pless from USDA Rural Development; Lori Diver, 151 Smokey Hollow Road, Theresa Gross of 11 Virginia Street, Michael Chemotti of 67 W. Genesee Street, Nicole Schlater of 61 Oswego Street,  and Rich Huebner from the Micro-Tel. 
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #104 – 

Moved by Trustee Clarke seconded by Trustee Salisbury that the minutes of the meeting held June 4, 2009, be approved, and that the Village Clerk dispense with the reading of said minutes. 

Trustee Stebbins – Abstained – He noted that he was absent from that meeting.

Citizen’s Comments.
Theresa Gross, who is on the board of the McHarrie’s Legacy, thanked the Police Department and Mayor Saraceni for taking the attention and time to help them with the recent theft of flowers and vandalism at the Shacksboro Museum.  

Jerry Elliott stated that he has been a resident of Baldwinsville for over 40 years and he has been a long time walker in the Village. He noted that he is very excited with the sidewalk replacement program and would like to suggest that a new sidewalk be installed in front of the Grace Episcopal Church. It is the only section of Oswego Street that does not have a sidewalk.  There is a crosswalk in that same area coming from the Baldwinsville School District Campus; therefore there are a lot of walkers that would use the sidewalk if it were installed.   

Tim Baker stated that the Church and the Baldwinsville School District were not eligible for the sidewalk program, but he would approach them to see if they would like the contractor to contact them for pricing. He is sure the contractor would give them the same price that the Village is paying him.

Trustee Stebbins stated that because of the area of the crosswalk, which is at the top of the hill and not easily visible, it needs to be better marked. 
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Weaver stated that she would like to compliment McHarrie’s Legacy for a successful Peony Festival, which she attended last Saturday. She reminded everyone of the Blessing of the Fleet event that will take place this weekend. 
Trustee Shimer also wanted to compliment the Peony Festival.  She noted that residents have approached her about the increase in the number of sandwich board or A-frame signs that are appearing on East Genesee Street. 

Mayor Saraceni stated that it has also been mentioned to him. He noted that the Village has been working on code revisions and that is one of them being worked on.  

Trustee Salisbury stated that there are a lot of A-Frame signs on other streets than E. Genesee Street. He realizes that some businesses need the signs, but it might help if the signs were brought in at night.   He noted that Baldwinsville Police Officer Robert Thibault was featured in this week’s Neighbor’s North Section of the Post Standard as Baldwinsville’s Police Officer of the Year. 
Trustee Clarke stated that he met with the Intermunicipal Cooperation Committee last night to discussion the proposed Verizon Franchise Agreement.  He stated that he feels the proposal is ready to give to the municipal attorneys for their review and comments. 
Mayor’s Comments are following:
· Requested two Executive Sessions, one for Personnel Issue and the other for Labor Negotiations. 

· Congratulated McHarrie’s Legacy for an excellent Peony Festival.

· Noted events that were going to take place throughout the day of the Blessing of the Fleet Event. 

· Requested that Trustee Weaver with help from the DPW Committee, research the trash district issue. He feels that it is an issue to back and see if is feasible to try to do again.   
A presentation was given by Beverly Von Pless, a business programs Specialist from U.S.D.A. Rural Development, regarding the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP).
Beverly Von Pless handed out literature explaining the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) that is sponsored by the U.S.D.A. Rural Development. The Intermediary Relending Program, part of Rural Business-Cooperative Programs of USDA Rural Development, provides financial assistance to businesses and community development projects in rural areas. Loans are made to community development organizations who establish a program to relend the funds to rural businesses and community development projects. When repaid to the intermediary, the funds become a revolving fund available to other projects.   She explained how organizations can apply to become intermediaries, the amounts available and how the loan funds can be used. 
Mayor Saraceni stated that he would like to see the Village fund some of its projects through this program. 

Beverly Von Pless explained that the Village could not be intermediary if it wants to receive some of the funds.  Another entity such as an economic development agency would have to be the intermediary and loan the funds to the Village. If a business fails to pay back the funds to the intermediary, the intermediary is responsible to pay back the funds to the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.
The Village Board, the Village Attorney and some of the business owners asked questions in regards to specific procedures in how the funds are applied for and distributed to qualified parties.  
Department Heads.

Thomas LeRoy noted that there were a couple of events that the Police Department is involved in. The Police Department will be doing fingerprinting at Mercer Park between 9:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. during the Fishing Derby on Saturday. The Police Department’s Annual Ropes Challenge will be held June 25th at the Baldwinsville School District Campus, and then a picnic will also be at Community Park. The event is sponsored by Gypsum Wholesale.
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.    
Tim Baker noted that once the SEQR, which is on tonight’s agenda is approved, it will be sent to State DOT for their approval.

Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements.  
The Village held its informational meeting with the residents located in the second phase.  He noted that he has met with some of the residents individually and has had a good response so far. He also noted that once he has figured the amount of sidewalk being replaced, he will prepare the bid package for that phase.
Ron Carr noted that a Public Hearing will have to be held to form the second district.
