MEMORIALIZING THE GOVERNOR OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK TO REPEAL THE INCREASE IN THE EXCISE TAX ON BEER

WHEREAS, the State Legislature can still repeal a proposed increase in the New York State excise tax on beer from 11 cents to 14 cents per gallon; and

WHEREAS, the Anheuser-Busch brewery in Lysander is a major employer within the Town of Lysander, employing more than 800 people, including approximately 700 Teamsters, with an annual payroll of $67 million; and

WHEREAS, Anheuser-Busch has stated that “the New York beer industry supports more than 86,000 jobs, pays $3.1 billion in wages, and contributes nearly $9.9 billion to the state’s economy”; and 









      
WHEREAS, the increase in the beer tax actually targets the Lysander Brewery, because micro-breweries and smaller breweries would be exempt from the tax; and 
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WHEREAS, in 1991, when the federal excise tax on beer was doubled, 60,000 people were put out of work across the nation; and

WHEREAS, an increased tax poses the same devastating impact to Anheuser-Busch operations in Lysander, Central New York and nationwide, threatening the livelihood of Central New Yorkers and chasing jobs from our region; and 

WHEREAS, although Governor Paterson removed a host of proposed taxes and fees after deciding to use federal stimulus money to shore up the state budget, the increase in the beer tax remains; and 

WHEREAS, an increased excise tax on beer threatens the fiscal well-being of this community and puts untold jobs at risk in this time of economic concern; and 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Village of Baldwinsville for the State Legislature to repeal the increase in the beer excise tax and veto any such budget provision; now, therefore be it

RESOLVED,  that the Village of Baldwinsville calls upon the Legislature of the State of New York to eliminate the increase in the excise tax on beer; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Village Clerk hereby is directed to send a certified copy of this Memorializing Resolution to the Governor urging his support and cooperation.
