Motion #51 – 

Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Shimer that the minutes of the meeting held May 6, 2010, be approved and that the Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.
John Clement, representing the Baldwinsville Softball Assoc., is requesting help from the Village to improve Community Park.  He noted that there was no water in the restrooms in the park. He also noted that the ‘No Dogs within the fence areas’ signs needed to be replaced.  
Mayor Saraceni and Tim Baker stated that they thought the water was on in the restrooms, and they’ll check to make sure that they are turned on.  Tim noted that new restrooms are scheduled to be built later this summer.  He also stated that he would check on the signs and gladly work with the Baldwinsville Softball Assoc. He noted that once the old restrooms are replaced that old area could possibly be used for storage. 
Trustee Stebbins questioned the use of pesticides by the Baldwinsville Softball Assoc., he wondered if the person doing the spraying was licensed. 

John Clement stated that he was certified.  
Gary Bobbett and Pat Gorman noted that they have an event scheduled for July 3rd on Paper Mill Island, for which the Village gave them a waiver of the Open Container Law.  They are aware the Village has also given the owners of the B’Ville Diner a waiver of the Open Container Law for the same date and time of their event.  Gary Bobbett explained that their issue is that there is a fee to attend their event to cover their cost of the event, which includes a special mass gathering permit, fireworks and security, etc.   The B’Ville Diner will be having a band for their 60th Anniversary event which will have free entrance.  Mr. Bobbett stated that he wished the Village Board would have considered the waiver of the Open Container Law for different times during the day so the two events could have worked together instead of against each other. 
The Village Board stated that the owners of the B’Ville Diner only have the waiver of the Open Container Law for inside a tent area and not within the parking lot. The owners also will have to provide security to keep the alcoholic beverages within the tent and to make sure there is no underage drinking.  The Board feels the two events will compliment each other and not work against each other.  

Mayor Saraceni noted that the local bars have bands on the nights there are events on Paper Mill Island and it doesn’t seem to affect those events.

Trustee Stebbins stated that since this has never happened before, he asked Gary Bobbett to report any feed back he may have to the Village Board afterwards. 
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Clarke stated that Time Warner Cable had posted an objection noting three issues with the Public Service Commission against the Verizon Franchise Agreement.  He mentioned the three issues and noted that Verizon had made comments back to the Public Service Commission regarding the three issues and the timing of the comments made by Time Warner Cable.  Verizon has requested a special meeting to discuss the issues and that would be held before the next Public Service Commission in June. 
Trustee Wilder mentioned the informational meeting that was held for the Village Square Project. It was mostly attended by the local business owners affected in the area.  He noted that the Village did reach out further to others that might be affected.  He feels the Village Board noted the concerns the business owners mentioned at the meeting.  Trustee Wilder requested that a discussion/action in regards to a formal resolution allowing the Village to move forward with the SK3 Plan submitted by EDR be added to the agenda under New Business.  Trustee Wilder would also like that the Village Engineer be given authorization to move forward on the concepts of the park that would be done as in-kind services. 
Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni stated that he thought the informational meeting regarding the Village Square plan went very well.  He noted that there were some concerns along with some positive comments, but that at the end of the meeting everyone knew this was a well thought out project by the Village. He thanked everyone that attended the meeting.  He noted that the Carp Tournament was a successful event with teams there from Ohio and North Carolina. 
Department Heads.
Ruth Troy noted that the necessary roof repairs have been completed on the Canton Woods Senior Center Building. She mentioned that the Canton Woods Senior’s activity group is hosting a spaghetti dinner on May 26, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. and the Baldwinsville Community Band will be performing at 7:00 p.m.
Michael Lefancheck noted that the bicycle and pedestrian safety program is going along very nicely. The grand rodeo will take place this Saturday at 12:00 noon at the Assembly of God Church. The three top scorers will win a new bike sponsored by the Optimist Club.     

Tim Baker noted that he scheduled an information meeting on Monday, May 24th, at 7:00 p.m., with the residents for the 2010-Phase 3 Sidewalk Replacement Project. He hopes to complete the process and the work by the end of this year.  He noted that the 2009-Phase 2 project should be completed very soon.

It was noted that most Village’s have 4 year terms for their elected officials.  It was also noted that Village residents might get voter fatigue voting every year.
