Citizen’s Comments
None
Trustees’ Comments
The trustees welcomed Megan to the village board.  Trustee Stebbins asked Village Treasurer John Salisbury to clarify the dollar amount of the property tax line on the monthly status report.  Salisbury stated that the County will make the property taxes “whole” in April.
Trustee Clarke reminded residents to clear their sidewalks.
Mayor’s Comments
The mayor stated that he is looking forward to working with Megan on the board.  He requested an executive session for a labor relation issue.  The mayor added other agenda items regarding the adoption of the budget, declaring items surplus, and also the signing of the GIS agreement.
Department Heads
Village Clerk Maureen Butler informed the board that the application for the 2011 Community Development Funding was received.  The deadline to apply is March 11, 2011, and the maximum award is $100,000.00.  The application was forwarded to the DPW. 
Canton Woods Coordinator Ruth Troy thanked John Salisbury for his time on the Canton Woods board.  She also mentioned that John will be giving an informational talk on income taxes at Canton Woods on January 25th at 11 a.m.  Troy noted that the AARP tax preparers will once again be available to prepare taxes for the seniors at Canton Woods during tax season.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck noted that the Baldwinsville police department received the AAA of Western and Central New York platinum award at a luncheon on January 11th for the department’s efforts in seatbelt enforcement and the low rate of pedestrian accidents and injuries.  There were only eight platinum awards given out in New York State. 
Trustee Shimer congratulated the Police Chief on personally receiving the John H. Mulroy Traffic Safety Government Service award.
Village Engineer Tim Baker reminded residents to get their Christmas trees out for DPW pickup.  
Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Village Engineer Tim Baker stated that his office is in the process of preparing the bid documents for the sheet pile for Crooked Brook Bridge.  Since the DPW is also looking into bidding out the sheet pile for Marble Street at the same time, Baker is hoping to get the steel at a lower price.  Baker noted that the village may be able to extend the link further than the original two hundred feet on Marble Street.  He stated that before the sheet pile is put on a Canal work permit, a DEC permit, and a U.S. Army Corp permit will be needed.  He is looking into the status of the executed grant from the State.
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that the DPW committee has made some improvements to the solicitation records, including an addition of the environmental studies that have been done.  The next step would be to have a brainstorming session with the Planning Board.  Wilder asked for any ideas on how to reach out to potential developers.
Tim Baker noted that the solicitation paperwork is very general at this time.  He is looking to add more detailed information and maps to it.
Mayor Saraceni stated that the EDR plan that was done approximately six years ago has acted as a guide for the village’s redevelopment.  This plan evolved around “Smart Growth Principles” that are encouraged by the State and Onondaga County.  The mayor would like to make sure that these principles are used in the redevelopment of Lock Street.  Examples of these principles include:  the preservation of open space in critical environmental areas, promote mixed land uses and to provide walkable neighborhoods.  The mayor believes that the village has already hit on these but would like to promote other principles in our focus.   
New Business
· Sun Meadows Subdivision
A presentation was given by John Shields, P.E. for Sorrell Hill, LLC regarding the Meigs Road right of way abandonment and pavement connection.  Shields presented the board with maps and a description of the right of way that they are requesting the village to abandon.  
Mayor Saraceni stated that the board had previously approved a connection from Cross Country Drive (in Van Buren) to Meigs Road with the provision that a $65,000.00 payment be made by the developer to the village.  The mayor noted that the village was put in an awkward position by giving access to Meigs Road.  It was later realized that Meigs Road was not designed to handle the large amount of traffic that the development put on it.  The $65,000.00 payment is to go towards the maintenance and upgrades to Meigs Road.  The village board allowed a breakaway gate for emergency access.  The mayor asked that the $65,000.00 payment be made to the village before any further action is taken.   Shields stated that the $65,000.00 payment will be made to the village when the building permit application for the first Sun Meadows Section 4 lot is given.
Regarding the request of abandonment of village land, Shields noted that by the village releasing their right of way rights of "Parcel A" it will allow the contractor to remove the pavement and make the area more attractive for sale.

Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Clarke that the Village of Baldwinsville abandon the right of way to Meigs Road as described and shown as "Parcel A" in a map created on January 14, 2011 by Sorrell Hill, pending verification of a surveyor and Attorney review.

· Co-sponsor the Big Chill with Chamber
Tony Saraceni, on behalf of the Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce, asked the village to co-sponsor the fourth annual Big Chill event, to be held January 28 – January 29, 2011, with the chamber.  He is anticipating the event bringing in approximately 2,500 people on Saturday.  Tony asked the DPW to help with picnic tables, plowing, and clearing the ice with the backhoe.  He also requested power in the gazebo and in the tents at Mercer Park.  This event benefits local charities including the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation, Ronald McDonald House Charities of CNY and The Greater Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce.

· Workers’ Compensation Law regarding municipal officers
Maureen Butler reported to the board that due to a change in the NYS Workers’ Compensation Law, the paid and non-paid elected and appointed executive officers of the Village of Baldwinsville are no longer covered under the village’s policy.  The positions affected are the Mayor, Village Clerk, Village Engineer, Village Treasurer, Village Justice, Acting Village Justice, the Board of Trustees, the Planning Board, Zoning Board, ARB, and the secretary for those various boards.  The cost of coverage for six months would be approximately $1,200.00.  
The mayor stated that the clerk’s office will be looking into different carriers when the current policy has expired.
