The meeting was called to order by Mayor Saraceni and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Resolution #158/2011 Motion by Trustee O’Donnell, second by Trustee Stebbins 
Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of September 15, 2011, be approved.

Citizen’s Comments  
There were no comments.
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Stebbins wanted to remind the board of the list of code issues and revisions that Ron Dean had done so much work on when he was codes officer.   Those issues should be looked at again and the work that was done already should not be duplicated.  For example, the need to consolidate some verbiage in the codes documents and the consistent enforcement in the village of codes/laws that apply to dogs.  Dave Jones and the Mayor both mentioned they will read over the laws again and they will see how the town, village and state ordinances compare so that there are no inconsistencies in enforcement.  
Trustee Clarke noted that today at the Canton Woods monthly board meeting a priority list was made for the DPW to work on.  There are small things to repair and large jobs as well.  The smaller jobs are minor and the DPW can handle them, but for a larger job such as hanging sheet rock, the board is asking if there are any skilled volunteers from the community who could help.

Trustee Wilder stated that he agrees with the codes issue that Trustee Stebbins brought up and if the board members could make a list of any added codes issues they can think of, those issues could keep being worked on in the future and therefore be kept moving along toward a revision process.  Tim mentioned that General Code is supposed to get back to him with a possible new date to start the process again.
Mayor’s Comments
The Mayor asked to call an executive session for a personnel issue.  He then asked the board to consider a proclamation that he’d put together to show support of the YMCA.  He had been talking with Claude Sykes of the Town of Van Buren and they both agreed this would be great for our municipality.  He has a resolution and so would like to add item “F” to the list of NEW BUSINESS.  Then he will make the executive session item “G”.  
The Mayor announced that he knows the Optimist Club has been struggling this year and that the annual Halloween window painting tradition was in danger.  He is helping out the club by looking for volunteers on Saturday, November 5, 2011, to help clean the paint off of the windows.  He feels that this is certainly an old tradition in our village and definitely one to keep as it helps show how special Baldwinsville is.  He asked that if anyone is interested in volunteering (they need about eight 4 person teams) please contact him at 635-3521, all tools for cleaning are provided.  
Department Heads
Dave Jones noted that in regards to the codebook, the board had essentially already passed four sections with minor changes.  He will definitely review the dog issues as well.   He also called an executive session to discuss a personnel issue with no action required.
The deputy clerk noted that positive feedback has come in to the office about how quiet the village is without the many trash pickup trucks on the streets all week long.  It has helped that the enforcement of the Monday/Thursday trash pickup schedule is being strictly enforced. 
Ruth Troy noted the recent success of the Walk for the Woods, and she said that they had given 100 flu shots earlier today at the center. Also, the Onondaga County Department for Aging and Youth will be sending representatives to the center October 11, 2011, at 9:00 a.m., if anyone knows of a senior who is confused or has questions about open enrollment in the Medicare part D program. 
The police chief noted that today one of the people charged in a recent case of break in and assault was convicted on all counts.  The other person will be sentenced next week.  The Mayor noted the police department should be congratulated for all of their hard work gathering evidence and on getting a conviction so quickly on this case.  It shows how important that department is to this community.  
Village Engineer Tim Baker noted that if any residents were concerned about the delay with brush pickups the DPW is hoping to be caught up by tomorrow.  While paving in the village, they fell behind.  The Mayor stated that the contractor is done with phase one at village square.  The village will get lights up, work on putting in trees, topsoil and seed work.  The contractor still has to stripe the lot this coming weekend. It was noted that parking recommendations have been helpful and will be further discussed.  They can possibly designate a few ‘30 minute parking’ spots for the businesses.  Trustee Presley said he likes the village square design.  
Dave Jones also wanted to announce a mailing that his office received involving a claim of receiving a ‘certified deed’ on property for the cost of $150.00.  It should be known that going to the county website at www.ongov.net will give the correct cost (of about $5.00) for getting this document at the county office.

Tim Baker noted that he received the proposal today from Plumley Engineering to facilitate approval on the design of the bridge crossing.  He will need some time to look at it and will report at next meeting.  Dave Jones mentioned that he will check on the progress of the Meadow Street deed acquisition.
