Citizen’s Comments  
There were no comments.
· Presentation by the Greater Baldwinsville Community Benefit Fund
A presentation was made by Mike Shepard, Carlo Cuccaro, and Jim Jones, representatives from the Greater Baldwinsville Community Benefit Fund/Oktoberfest, to the following organizations:  The Baldwinsville Community Pantry - $500.00; the Volunteer Center - $1,000.00; the Baldwinsville Volunteer Fire Department - $500.00; the Baldwinsville Scholarship Fund - $1,000.00; and the Village of Baldwinsville - $5,500.00.  
· Recognition of retiring Police Agent John C. Merritt
Mayor Saraceni and Police Chief Mike Lefancheck recognized J.C. Merritt for his 34 years of service to the Village of Baldwinsville.   He was then presented with an engraved clock.
· Presentation of Police Administrator’s Special Awards
Police Chief Lefancheck presented Lt. Tom LeRoy and Officer Bob Thibault with Police Administrator’s Special Awards.  Lt. LeRoy was recognized for his outstanding work in cleaning up the village with the help of a group of individuals that he brought together.  He was instrumental in the removal of graffiti throughout the village. 
Officer Bob Thibault was recognized for his performance in two felony investigations in 2011.  His determination and interviewing skills were instrumental in securing confessions from both suspects in an April felony investigation.   While investigating a case in July 2011, he realized that the suspect also was involved in another robbery that had not yet been reported. Once again Bob’s perseverance paid off.  
Mayor Saraceni and Police Chief Lefancheck congratulated both Lt. LeRoy and Officer Thibault for work well done.

· Recess to celebrate Police Agent J.C. Merritt, Lt. Tom LeRoy, and Officer Bob Thibault
Trustees’ Comments
The trustees congratulated both Village Treasurer John Salisbury for winning the election as Town of Lysander Supervisor and Trustee Melinda Shimer as Town of Lysander board member.  
Trustee Stebbins reminded the audience of the various services that the Police department provides including security checks of your house, car seat installation, and a program for citizen complaints.
Trustee Clarke commended the village on their tree program in which the DPW surveys the community and takes down dead trees.  Clarke also would eventually like to see the village and the two towns take a stand on hydrofracking. 

Mayor’s Comments
The mayor stated that he would like to call an executive session for a personnel issue.  He also spoke of the recent water shut-off to replace two water valves that affected part of East Genesee Street and the Baldwin Hill area.  The affected neighborhoods had been notified of this water advisory (no known problem just a precautionary measure).  He apologizes for any inconvenience that it may have caused especially for those residents who never received notification (some were blown away in the wind).  When the water advisory is lifted it will be put on the website and also notification will be done door to door. 
Department Heads
The police chief noted that the department was awarded $2,070.00 to participate in the annual statewide “Selective Traffic Enforcement Program”.  This funding has been reduced by approximately $1,800.00 from last year.
Village Engineer Tim Baker stated that his department is working on leaf pick-up and would like the community to continue to be patient.

· Property Tax Exemption – Mixed-use Properties
Mayor Saraceni discussed areas that this exemption would pertain to.  The updated zoning map will be back from the County by the December 1st board meeting.  The mayor asked Village Engineer Tim Baker to have the Codes officer Gregg Humphrey shade in the specified areas that will be included for the exemption on the zoning map and bring it to the next meeting.
· AT&T Proposed Modification
Attorney Dave Jones stated that AT&T will be contacting the mayor to discuss the modification further.

· 5 year Paper Mill Island expense report
The mayor stated that a committee has been formed to look at ways to improve revenues and to come up with a financial picture as it relates to the village.  Members of this committee are Trustees Rick Presley and Mark Wilder, Village Engineer Tim Baker and Police Chief Mike Lefancheck.  The committee will discuss increasing the rental rates for Paper Mill Island and how that will affect those monies already received for the 2012 season.  The mayor suggested that the promoter will be offered the option of a refund if the new rate is not acceptable and they have already paid for a 2012 date.  Until a new rate is set, the clerk’s office will not be accepting any rental fees for 2012 dates.  Soft reservations will still be accepted.  Another suggestion that was offered to the board was not to waive any rental fees for dates reserved by organizations.
· Code Revisions
Village Clerk Maureen Butler stated that General Code is waiting for us to respond to the Organizational Survey that was requested by them in order for them to start the process of revitalizing the code.  Village trustees and members of the other three boards were given the surveys for their feedback.
