Meeting was opened by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Minutes from October 6, 2008 meeting were approved. 
NEW BUSINESS:

22 Syracuse Street – First Baptist Church – Installation of a 3 ft. by 5 ft. double face internally lit sign between two brick columns.
Mr. Owen Pugh, representing First Baptist Church was present to address the board.  Chairman Mott asked if this application has gone before the zoning board.  The application for variance is scheduled before the Zoning Board on Monday, December 8, 2008.

Mr. Owen Pugh said he was here to ask for approval for the new sign for First Baptist Church.  Mr. Pugh said he was not sure what Kassis Superior Signs has provided the board for approval.  Chairman Mott said the only document the board has is the attachment to the application which is the drawing of the sign.  Mr. Pugh said he had a copy of the survey, but the board said that was not required before this board.  
Connie Taft asked if the sign will be placed so that it could be seen from both directions.  Mr. Pugh said yes it would be parallel to Tappan Street and perpendicular to Syracuse Street.  

Chairman Mott said Kassis Superior Signs has done business with the village in the past, so they should have a copy of the Village guidelines.  Chairman Mott said the village does not approve internally lit signs since this board came into existence and the board is trying to codify this in the codes book.  Chairman Mott said the ARB guidelines are on the village website and can be downloaded. 
Mr. Pugh said the present sign is approximately 3 ft. by 3 ft. and is externally lit.  He said the externally lit sign has exposed conduit which causes problems.  Mr. Pugh said he was not aware that an internally lit sign is not allowed and he said he would not have asked for this type of sign had he known what is allowed and not allowed.  Chairman Mott showed Mr. Pugh a sample of signage that is allowed with lighting.  Mr. Pugh said he was going to contact Kassis Superior Signs to make changes.  
The board told Mr. Pugh that the village is trying to get a uniform look with signage and it may take years achieving this one sign at a time.  
Chairman Mott said this board will work with Mr. Pugh and that he could email to the board the new changes.  Chairman Mott told Mr. Pugh that he would not have to wait until the next meeting to get approval.

Chairman Mott tabled this item until Mr. Pugh provided the changes.  Mr. Pugh thanked the board for their time.

Chairman Mott and the ARB Board (Connie Taft was not present) met with the Planning Board at their regular meeting held on November 25, 2008 to discuss the EDR project.  Chairman Mott brought Connie Taft up to speed with what was discussed at that meeting.  He said they could table this or discuss it.  The board informally discussed the EDR project and their input as follows:
· Planning Board set off to work on codifying some of the plans for the business districts; i.e. Harrington Fire House area, East Genesee Street, Denio Street.
· ARB input on pedestrian friendly versus store front.
· Build to Line – what elements – benches, trees, shrubbery?
Also parallel or diagonal parking should be considered to slow traffic and to provide both an urban feel and a buffer between street traffic and sidewalks (similar to Marshall Street).

· Paver idea is good.
· Private development should not take over river frontage – should keep view of the river.

· Markers need to identify trails.  Example:  Sign could read: “Scenic Trails”.  Describe history of these trails so that knowledge of Baldwinsville history is brought out.

· Denio Street is and should continue to be a “low speed street”.

· Build to line using the center of street as marker.

· Zero build to is encouraged.

· Zero drive throughs.
· Parking has to be nearby businesses – trade off – people do not like to walk a distance to a store.

· Transmission line is that area will be removed.

· Shared dumpsters – big problem, every business has its own dumpster.  Consolidation?

· Daily early morning trash pick up could be considered so that businesses could utilize small rolling trash containers that would be stored inside their buildings or tenant spaces to eliminate the need for large dumpsters.
· Good idea to look through ARB guidelines on landscapes, building layout, etc.
· Awnings on buildings – state fire codes.
· Signs – taking a district and change the rules for that district only.

· Swaybar signs – this type of signage would be good for Denio Street.  (sample shown), but businesses on Denio Street still may want to get advertising for East Genesee traffic.
· Chamber of Commerce possibly could talk with business for uniformity of signs.  Example: too many A-frame signs out on sidewalks.

Meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
