Minutes of November 2, 2009 meeting were approved with corrections noted.


NEW BUSINESS:

Applications for signage and façade from Twin Trees Restaurant located at 111 Syracuse St.
The board members reviewed the application and drawings as submitted.  Discussion and questions followed.  One sign will be put in the kiosk by the road on Syracuse Street.  The other sign will be placed over the door with recessed lighting.  Mrs. Kleist said the building is eligible for a grant.  This was briefly discussed and will be followed up with Mrs. Kleist.  Cedar roof will be painted brown to blend in. The store will be opened around the first of 2010.

Dean Johnson said this discussion centers around the approval that it is likely that the entire building will be renovated soon.  The straight, aluminum store front façade is not what this board is looking for.  This was allowed as a short term measure.  Chairman Mott said that the applicant was interested in applying for Community Development Program Grant and was looking for a long term strategy for the whole project.  Dean Johnson said he wanted the minutes to reflect this so that if somebody goes back and said the board approved a straight aluminum storefront for Twin Trees, that there is some rationale for that decision.  Chairman Mott said it was also a separate looking piece of parcel on that building to get them tenancy in there, but looking to strategize on a long term resolve and they were looking into Community Development funds to renovate the entire building.  The board approved it based on the trust that the applicant would move forward with that.

Chairman Mott asked the board members if they had any other questions.  None.  Chairman Mott made the motion to approve the application for 111 Syracuse Street both signage for the building, store front frame out and signage for the street side kiosk as submitted in the application and is in code.  Mr. Johnson seconded the motion.  All members voted yes.  Motion approved as submitted.

Application for signage for 45 Oswego Street, Fresh Mex Mexican Grill.  No one was presented for this application.  There is an application before the Zoning Board of Appeals on signage for 45 Oswego St and will be presented at the meeting on 12/14/09.  The board discussed the signage application before them.  The board said the detailed material list was in order for ARB to approve.  Because the applicant was not present, ARB could not vote on this application.  But it was the consensus of the board that they supported this application going through before the ZBA.  Connie Taft, who is also a member of the ZBA, will report this at the ZBA meeting.  The applicant would still have to come before ARB for formal approval but the board was receptive to email approval.  
Ongoing Application for 3-5-7-9 West Genesee Street.  Chairman Mott said there are two issues: (1) unstable front and (2) entrance way from the east side of the building. Chairman Mott also said the applicant has been working with Toni Kleist on this project.  Discussion followed on the unstable front.  Mrs. Kleist said she would have a structural engineer look at it.  Discussion followed on the east side of the building.  The applicant said the temporary door frame that was put in will be removed.  Mrs. Kleist walked the board members through the drawings and described the work that will be done, i.e. windows, colors, cornices, knee wall.  The board members looked at pictures.
Mrs. Kleist said they are not ready with lighting and signage for the building.  

Chairman Mott asked if there were any more questions.  Mrs. Kleist said they wanted to approve the concept to keep the project moving ahead.  Chairman Mott asked Mrs. Kleist to share details as it comes in on this project.  All board members agreed.  Mr. Cronk asked if there was a time line for the phases.  The applicant said they are ready to continue working on this project.
Motion made by Chairman Mott for RJK Enterprises located at 3-5-7-9 West Genesee Street, based on concepts provided by Community Development; color samples and material are included with the paperwork and further details to come.  Also based on addressing outstanding issues by Codes.  Seconded by Don Cronk and Dean Johnson.  All voted yes.  (Note that Toni Kleist will provide further details on this project as they become available).
Application for NAPA located at 74 East Genesee St.   
Chairman Mott said on the NAPA building located at 74 East Genesee Street there is a change where three windows have been added to the right elevation.  The board was shown the new drawings. The board agreed that this was an improvement, but had to be approved by the board.

Motion made by Chairman Mott to amend the original design of the 74 East Genesee Street property to include three windows on the upper right side of the building.  Seconded by Connie Taft.  All voted yes.

Discussion followed on the signage for NAPA located at 74 East Genesee St.  The board discussed the drawings and photos of this application. All signs proposed are within the maximum of what is allowed for the one sign.  

Application for Dooley-Mack Constructors for the property located at 34 Oswego Street.  Mr. Johnson showed the board the drawings for this project.  The sign will be on the Oswego Street side.  This sign is the same as the previous sign.  This will go before ZBA because signs are not allowed to hang over the sidewalk.  Material to be used is all acceptable.  Colors were discussed.  
The sign will be on the Oswego Street side, clarification that the application was for two (2) signs, front and rear of the building.  The sign that hangs over the sidewalk is on the front side and the other sign is on the rear of the building.   Chairman Mott said that being that the sign on the rear of the building is not in violation of village code, there was no reason that the applicant could not move forward with the application.  This was approved and understood that the rear sign was ready to go on that.  

Motion made by Chairman Mott to approve the signage based on ZBA meeting of 12/14/09 as submitted per drawings to be signed off when paperwork is submitted to ARB.

Meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.  Next ARB meeting is scheduled for January 4, 2010.
