NEW BUSINESS:

Application from Jim Nobles – NAPA Store 

Chairman David Mott did not have an application on NAPA store located 74 E. Genesee St.
Dean Johnson addressed the ARB board as he is working with NAPA on this project..  Drawings were handed out and discussed by the board members.  Dean Johnson said the reason they had to come back before ARB with this project is because:

1) There was concrete blocks around the lower portion of the building.  This will be changed to studs and clapboard which will make it more historical and looks better.

Chairman Mott said this look will have the appearance of the Red Mill Inn.  Dean Johnson said yes.

2) Dean Johnson said the other reason is that he was not the original architect of this project but only a sub consultant.  Dean Johnson said the approved site plan showed an eight foot wrap around porch which had to be taken off.  The roof extends three feet supported by brackets and the porch wraps around the side of the building to provide a protection for the entrance.  Mr. Johnson said those are the two reasons here before the ARB.

The board members reviewed the drawings.  The planning board has signed off on this project and there were no zoning issues.  

Connie Taft is there is going to be a drive thru.  Dean Johnson said no that it is a pedestrian entrance.

Dean Johnson said the lower roof is metal and upper is asphalt shingles.  

Gooseneck lighting will be provided on the signs.

Chairman Mott said this project may have to go to Zoning because of the size of the signs.  The allowable square footage is 24 square feet and NAPA showed 80 sq. ft. signs.  Chairman Mott said he would not have a problem with the 80 sq ft sign.  Members agreed. Chairman Mott said they would give their blessing to ZBA for the 80 sq ft sign.

Dean Johnson said there would be no pylon signs.

Question came up if this would have to go before ZBA.  Because this is a new construction, Planning Board has given their approval.  Connie Taft said it was stated that there were no zoning issues when Planning Board gave its approval.  Chairman Mott said he would make a note for the CEO on this.

Otherwise ARB could give their recommendation to ZBA.

Dean Johnson asked Jim Nobles if he had filled out an application.  He said Rolf Beckhusen said to bring the drawings to the meeting.  It was determined that an application was filled out for site approval.  Jim Nobles said he would talk with Rolf Beckhusen regarding the application.

Dean Johnson brought up the issue with Village Engineer, Tim Baker, regarding water discharging to the sidewalk from the roof of this building.  Mr. Johnson said Mr. Baker read directly from the village code about not discharging water to sidewalks.  Mr. Johnson said because this building will have a hip roof, it will discharge water/ice to the sidewalk.  There are solutions to this such as gutters, gable roof, etc.  Connie Taft said it is not the concern of ARB.  Discussion followed on roof designs.
Chairman Mott asked the members if they had any other questions on this application.  There were none.

Chairman Mott proposed the following motion to approve the application for 73 East Genesee Street.  There are two proposals on the table:

a) Hip style roof going to the build to

b) Gable style

Motion to approve either based on results Code Enforcement Officer, Rolf Beckhusen and Village Engineer, Tim Baker, meeting to determine which one most appropriate.

Seconded by Don Cronk.  C. Taft – Yes, D. Cronk – Yes, D. Mott – Yes.

Meeting adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
