Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by C. Taft, the minutes of the June 7, 2010 and July 5, 2010 meetings be approved as submitted.  Motion passed. 

NEW BUSINESS:
Mavis Tire/Cole Muffler  (fence)
Chairman Mott stated that at the July meeting the Board had mentioned that there was oversight on the approved plan regarding the dumpster surrounds and the Board had asked them to correct this.  The Applicant has proposed a standard wood picket fence, which will be painted.  Chairman Mott noted it is a standard 6’ gated fence, which is what the Board had requested.  It is not necessary for them to be in attendance tonight.  The proposal was submitted to Chairman Mott via email and he stated he will provide a copy for the record.  
The Board members approved of the proposal.  Chairman Mott stated he will contact the Applicant and inform him of this. 
Titcomb Center - 52 Oswego Street  (windows, exit, signs)

Mr. Dennis Sick is present to address the Board.  Chairman Mott reviewed the submissions and noted the application is to add 3 windows, a new exit, and two new signs.  Mr. Sick stated the signs will be located at the front entry on East Genesee Street and on the Route 48 side as well.  The signs will say “52 Oswego Street” to identify the back of the building.  They will also say “Titcomb Center” and tenant details will be added accordingly. 
Mr. Sick noted the construction details for the windows and doors on the 2nd to last page. He noted that 

C & G moved out and the building is empty so he would like to get the work done while there is no tenant.  He noted there will be headers above the windows.  
Chairman Mott noted that the windows on the north side of the building and the proposed exit are not street front and stated the ARB, therefore, does not have any say regarding those.  

Chairman Mott asked if the signs will have lighting.  Mr. Sick stated they will not and noted he will be using a stand-up bracket and black reflective vinyl.  
Chairman Mott noted that the Board is now only considering the one window and 2 signs.  D. Johnson stated he thinks the plan for these looks fine.  C. Taft and T. Kleist agreed. 
Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by D. Johnson to approve the window and both signs as submitted.  Note – the exit and 2 other windows proposed will fall under the general code and are not subject to ARB Guidelines.  Motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

109-111 Syracuse Street – Jon and Nick Angarano 
Jon and Nick Angarano are present to address the Board.  
Chairman Mott noted the Applicant has submitted new drawings to address the discussions from the last meeting.  He noted they had discussed getting the knee wall to 24” to match the other building.  He also wanted to be sure that the work being done is in alignment with the work Community Development will be doing.  T. Kleist stated the plan looks okay regarding that.  
Chairman Mott asked what will be done with the bottom of the building under the windows.  Mr. Jon Angarano stated that it will temporarily be Hardie board.  He is not sure if will eventually be brick or not, but their main concern is to frame it in and get the windows done so they can begin working on the interior.  
D. Johnson asked what the single line between the door and window on the drawing indicates.  Mr. Jon Angarano stated it shows 6” on either side of the door.  D. Johnson asked if they will paint the Hardie board.  He asked what Nobles has.  T. Kleist stated they have siding all the way up, but she can’t think of what is on the knee wall.  D. Johnson noted, for example, that the Smoke Shop has brick.
C. Taft asked if the signage will have lighting.  Mr. Angarano stated not yet.
Chairman Mott asked if there are any more questions or comments.  There were none.
Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by C. Taft, based on the drawing submitted tonight (August 2, 2010), to approve the initial storefront rebuild as per the submitted drawing with the following:

· 6” mullion work

· 24” knee wall

· The doors and windows are to be positioned according to the drawing.

· The finished material is to be Hardie trim with cement backing for the knee wall.
NOTE - The intent of this approval is to allow the Applicant to seal and secure the building to allow for interior work to be started.  There will be an additional application for the greater project to come in the future.  Motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS
Chairman Mott noted the September meeting is scheduled on Labor Day and would like to reschedule.  The September meeting is tentatively rescheduled for September 13, 2010.
Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by Chairman Mott, the meeting was adjourned at 7:35 pm.
