GUESTS:

Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by D. Johnson, the minutes of the August 2, 2010 meetings be approved as revised.  Motion passed. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1 Charlotte Street – Gregory Sohrweide, DDS and Suzanne Shapero, DDS -sign

Dr. Suzanne Shapero is present to address the Board and provided a new drawing.  
Chairman Mott stated at the last meeting there was a question as to the sign possibly being in the right-of-way.  T. Baker stated that he checked on this and it is fine.  Chairman Mott stated the Jonas Baldwin historic marker will be moved to the other side of the entrance as proposed.  
Dr. Shapero stated that their office manager, Kathy McGraw, had called Metropolitan Signs and the sign will be constructed using foam core material with relief.  The brick planter base will contain the electrical so the lights can come from there rather than from the ground.  The base is 24” high.  T. Baker suggested that, although 24” is the limit, the base should only be 18” in height because once the plants are growing they may obscure the line of sight.  This would leave 24” open between the top of the brick and the bottom of the sign rather than 18” as proposed.  

Dr. Shapero stated the posts are made of wood.  

D. Johnson wanted to clarify that the proposed sign will not be a plastic-faced sign.  Dr. Shapero confirmed it is not and stated it is a foam core carved sign that is carved on both sides.  She explained it looks like wood.  C. Taft asked if the lights will be recessed or will be visible.  Dr. Shapero stated the lighting will be disguised and the plan is that they will not be visible.  
D. Johnson wanted to address the posts.  He stated that 4” x 4” posts will look spindly and they should be a minimum of 6” x 6” wooden posts and should be trimmed in a material that will weather well.  T. Baker suggested they should be wrapped and perhaps a 4” x 4” post wrapped will provide sufficient width.  D. Johnson stated that the finished size of the posts should be a minimum of 6” x 6”, but 8” x 8” would be preferable.   Dr. Shapero stated they will plan to use 6” x 6” wooden posts and wrap them to provide a finished width of approximately 8” x 8”.   

Chairman Mott stated he likes that there is a space in between the sign and the base that provides a visual see-through.  T. Baker noted the height from the ground to the bottom of the sign is 42”, 18” height of the base and a space between the base and bottom of the sign of 24”.  
Chairman Mott asked if there are any more questions or comments.  There were none.
Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by D. Johnson to approve application, based on the materials submitted tonight (October 4, 2010), with the following changes:

· The posts will be a minimum of 6” x 6” wooden posts and will be wrapped.
· There height of the brick base will be 18” rather than 24”.   
· The distance between the brick base and bottom of the sign will be 24” rather than 18”.  
 Motion carried.
OTHER BUSINESS:

Chairman Mott stated that the owners of the Galimi building (formerly the Styers building) have moved forward with construction without a permit.  The building is commercial space.  T. Baker stated it was his understanding that he was only planning on doing the Route 31 side of the 3 stories and was planning to match what Community Development had done on the other building, but was not doing it though Community Development.  T. Baker advised him to get a building permit.  He stated he checked the records and there are some outstanding notices of violation, including the entrance without a permit and no building permit for 3 West Genesee Street.  However, the information provided to the court was that there was no outstanding violation at this time.  T. Baker is unsure as to why this is, but maybe it is because they stopped working.  Chairman Mott stated he thought the violations would have been addressed by now.  He stated there are no drawings for phase 2.

T. Baker stated he spoke with Mr. Rocco Galimi and Mr. Galimi stated he did not think he needed a building  permit.  He had started some demolition.  T. Baker told him he would need to make a submittal to ARB accompanied by full and complete drawings including material and architectural details.  This would be for the full façade.  Chairman Mott stated it would be for the whole corner storefront.  T. Baker stated it is still an outstanding issue how he will integrate the entranceway, which still has no permit.    
Chairman Mott stated he will need T. Baker here for the meeting to ensure the proposal will correct the outstanding violations.  The Board would not want to approve anything that does not address both the safety violations and the existing out-of-code items.  Chairman Mott stated the air conditioners in the windows are still a problem.  T. Baker stated this can be addressed with the façade work for the 3-story building.  
T. Baker stated he will be following this site on a regular basis and will push them to submit an application to ARB as soon as possible.
Chairman Mott stated that the Codes office had called him last week regarding Stacey’s Permanent Solutions (24 East Genesee Street).  They requested to be on this evening’s agenda, but the Applicant is not present and nothing has been submitted.
Regarding the carwash at 111 Syracuse Street, T. Baker stated he reviewed the files regarding the sign.  Mr. Angarano had indicated the sign had already been there; however, the approved sign had ducks on it.  The sign now looks lower and larger than before and he does not believe it is the old existing sign as indicated.  The sign up now looks new.   Chairman Mott stated he does not believe there was a sign up earlier that day (September 7th meeting) and he looked at the sign the following morning.  It is definitely too big and not within code.  T. Baker stated he also looked online and the new sign is at the gable portion and is lower and larger and does not have ducks.  He believes that Mr. Angarano’s statement that the sign has been there for a long time was not accurate.  D. Johnson stated T. Kleist has photos of the site that she took a couple of years ago and may have photos of that sign.  T. Baker stated he can issue a notice of violation.  
Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by D. Johnson, the meeting was adjourned at 7:40 pm.
The next ARB meeting is scheduled for November 1, 2010.
