Gregory Hudson, regarding Hudson & Mowins
Upon motion by T. Kleist and second by C. Taft, the minutes of the October 4, 2010 meeting are approved as submitted.  Motion passed. 

OLD BUSINESS
1 Charlotte Street – Gregory Sohrweide, DDS and Suzanne Shapero, DDS -sign

Dr. Suzanne Shapero is present to address the Board.  She stated the sign as approved at the previous ARB meeting is cost-prohibitive and has a new proposal for the Board to consider.  Chairman Mott noted that the first proposal submitted with the original application was not within the ARB Guidelines, but the sign approved at the last meeting was.  David Razzanto from Metropolitan Signs is present as well.  He stated the sign will be made from a pressed foam core material used as a replacement for redwood.  It would be routed and hand carved to provide dimension.  Dr. Shapero noted that at the approved sign required that the posts be wrapped.  However, the cost of this was astronomical and they cannot afford to do that.  She stated Mr. Razzanto suggested using 4” metal instead of wrapped posts, which will match the wrought iron on the building.  Kathleen McGraw stated she believes this will also fit in well with the style of the building.  Dr. Shapero noted this will also address the Board’s concerns about durability.  Chairman Mott stated he is concerned about the posts fitting the dimension of the sign.  Mr. Razzanto stated the dimension of the posts will match the sign. 
Dr. Shapero stated the approved sign utilized brick.  However, they determined this would also be too expensive.   As approved, the sign would cost approximately $12,000.  Instead, they would like to just have lights and a flower bed at the bottom of the posts.  The lights will be on a timer and will be able to be concealed somewhat by the flower bed.  Dr. Shapero stated this new proposal would cost approximately $6,000.  
Chairman Mott thanked the Applicants for being so thorough with their revisions.  He asked if the Board Members had any further questions.  D. Johnson wanted to verify that the height from the ground to the bottom of the sign will still be 42”.  It will be.  Chairman Mott noted that there will be even better visibility as the brick base has been removed from the proposal.  The sign will be the same dimensions/size.  

Chairman Mott asked if there were further questions.  There were none.  

Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by D. Johnson to amend the October 4, 2010 application to eliminate the brick base and use 4” x 4” metal posts instead of 6” x 6” wrapped posts.
Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS
3 & 5 West Genesee Street – Mr. Rocco Galimi –façade

Chairman Mott noted this is phase 2 of 2.  
T. Kleist reviewed the application.  She stated the work will be similar to the work done next door.  The building will have new windows and doors.  There will be a small overhang and panels under the windows.  She noted on the submitted photos that the work will extend onto the Oswego Street side.  The overhand will stop where the brick starts and will pick back up over the small storefront further down.  There will be a new door and transom into the old opening and the enclosure will not be there anymore.  T. Kleist stated this phase is the lower portion only.  There will be two tenants moving in and this needs to be renovated.  D. Johnson noted that there is a door that is currently in violation of the code.  T. Kleist stated this phase will take care of that violation.  
C. Taft asked about the mural on the building.  This will likely be covered.  Mr. Rocco Galimi stated he would consider having it redone.  C. Taft noted it has been there forever.  
Chairman Mott asked if the brick will be treated during this phase.  T. Kleist stated it will not be because it is wintertime.  Mr. Galimi stated he cannot blast the brick as it is too soft.  He will have to rebrick or paint.  T. Kleist stated it will be done in red, which is the accent color on the building next door.  The green will be used as an accent.  The colors will be opposite of that building so they will complement each other.  The new windows will be fixed.  Chairman Mott noted that the air conditioners installed in the windows of this building were discussed at the last meeting.  He stated the Board agreed that they would rather not have the units overhanging the sidewalks in the windows.  Mr. Galimi noted there is no forced air so the tenants will likely want window air conditioning units.  He stated he will be sure they are securely installed.  Chairman Mott noted these were also addressed in phase 1 of this project and wants to be sure that the windows that are installed will hold them securely.  
Mr. Galimi stated this phase will be addressing three storefronts at 1, 3, and 5.  

D. Johnson noted this design is similar to other buildings and the vertical line continues through, which looks good.  Chairman Mott asked if there will still be an overhang over the windows.  T. Kleist stated there will be, just smaller than what is there now.  
C. Taft asked what the lighting will be.  T. Kleist stated the lights are goosenecks over the overhang.  


N. Schlater asked about the door on the Route 48 side.  T. Kleist stated the enclosure will be removed.  All the doors will be the same as those on the building that was just completed, which are ¾ glass doors with a panel underneath.  There are four doors altogether.  
T. Baker stated that he has not had the opportunity to review this project yet.  He asked if all the exterior surfaces, including the alcoves, will be done.  T. Kleist confirmed this with the exception of the inside of the corner section, which will be taken care of with the interior.  Also, just the 1st level is being done with this phase.  She stated she will provide plans, including materials.  
Upon motion by Chairman Mott and second by D. Johnson to approve the continuation of phase 2 of the properties located at 3 and 5 West Genesee Street as submitted on 11/1/10 by T. Kleist and applicants.
Motion carried.
OTHER BUSINESS

Hudson & Mowins- solar panels
Mr. Greg Hudson is present to address the Board.  He stated they would like to install a solar array on the roof of his building.  He provided the Board with a picture of the units they would like to install.  

Chairman Mott stated Cathy Hudson had contacted him asking if they needed ARB approval for alternative energy on a building that has already been approved.  Chairman Mott was not sure and wanted to poll to Board Members for their opinions.  He stated his opinion is that he does not want to get in the way of alternative fuels.  C. Taft stated she feels that ZBA may want to discuss this issue as well.  
T. Baker noted that there is nothing regarding alternative fuels sources in the code or in the guidelines.  He noted that some issues for the Village to consider would be the height of the units and their proximity to the property lines as well as issues such as noise.  
C. Taft stated she feels this is not an issue for ARB to address.  D. Johnson feels the aesthetic is contrary to the historic perspective of the Village, but he also does not feel the ARB should get in the way of this.  Mr. Hudson noted that most of the units will not be visible when standing in front of the building.  
Chairman Mott noted that the Board Members do not believe this is an issue for the ARB at this time as there is currently nothing in the code regarding this.  T. Baker stated the Village Board will need to address this issue in the future and add provisions for this in the changes they are making to the Codes.  He would especially like to see yard arrays and windmills addressed as he is more concerned with them than with the rooftop arrays.  
 The meeting was adjourned at 7:45 pm.
The next ARB meeting is scheduled for Monday, December 6, 2010.
