NEW BUSINESS
105-111 Syracuse Street – façade (tower)/signs (Mr. Nick Angarano)
Mr. Nick Angarano, Mr. Harold C. Armstrong, and Mr. Robert Orizino are present to address the Board.  Chairman Johnson noted that a drawing of the tower has not been submitted.  The one the Board has is not a valid one.  Mr. Armstrong stated he will frame it with Hardie board siding.  The tower will have panels and it will be 11 square feet.  It will have a hip roof.  He stated the peaks along the roofline are made from Azek and he built them himself.  They are black.  There are signs on the west and north sides of the tower.  

Chairman Johnson reviewed the colors.  The siding is the lighter blue.  The trim is white.  The window frames will be the dark color (the color sample is a dark blue navy).  The windows are actually black.   Chairman Johnson and  T. Kleist both feel the blue color is too light and they need a dark accent.  T. Kleist recommended using light blue on the panels and trim with dark blue.  
C. Taft is concerned that the road sign may not tie in enough with the building.  The new sign looks great but she would like to see each individual sign bordered.  Mr. Orizino agreed.  He stated the lettering is raised on the building signs as well. He stated he would like the latitude to use historical colors from the chart he provided.  He would like to give each tenant the ability to choose from those colors.  Each letter is affixed separately and the letters are not on panels.  If they need to be removed or changes, he will fill in the holes as needed.  He stated the pylon sign is white.  There will be molding around each individual sign to provide a border.  The signs will have a white background with a dark blue border.  Chairman Johnson suggested using the off-white/light blue color for the sign background to provide contrast.  Mr. Orizino agreed.
N. Schlater stated the existing sign may not meet code and he may have to bring it into compliance.  T. Baker stated he will check to see if it was approved at some point.  N. Schlater stated she is hesitant to give approval to something that may not be within code.  She suggested the ARB consider the road side separately from the building signs.  Chairman Johnson agreed.

Upon motion by Chairman Johnson and second by N. Schlater, the building signs are approved with the following notes:

· The signs will have raised lettering.  
· The signs will be lit with gooseneck lights.

· The colors will be selected from the historical color palette and will be reviewed by the CEO for approval without having to come back before the ARB for each tenant. 

· The tower will have a raised panel design similar to the fascia of the building. 

· The roof of the tower will be a hip roof with asphalt shingles.

· The building colors are as follows:

· The raised panels will be light blue (Wisteria Snow).

· The thin bull nose trim piece across the columns will be dark royal navy.
· The remainder will be white.

· The storefronts will be developed consistent with the 2 completed storefronts.

· There will be lights on the soffit of the tower roof to illuminate the plaza logo on the 2 sides of the tower.  
Motion carried. 

Further discussion was had regarding the freestanding pylon sign.  Mr. Armstrong stated the sign will be Azek with raised panels to accommodate the signs.  It will match the building.  The Hardie board on top will match the store and will be horizontal. 
Chairman Johnson noted there is concern regarding the size of the sign.  G. Humphrey will look into this.  

Mr. Angarano stated they do not was the lighting from below the sign to be visible.  Chairman Johnson suggested mounting something on the bottom of the sign shining up onto the signs rather than lighting it from the ground.  Mr. Orizino agreed to do that.  Mr. Armstrong stated he can make the base of the sign bigger to accommodate this.  They will make sure the lighting is concealed. 
Chairman Johnson asked if they will look into getting rid of the lighting on the pole. Mr. Angarano stated they will check with National Grid.

Upon motion by Chairman Johnson and second by N. Schlater, the freestanding pylon sign is approved with the following notes:

· The Hardie board in the peak will be horizontal.  

· Raised panels will be created for each individual sign. 

· A trough will be created at the bottom for concealed lighting.  

· The plaza colors will be incorporated into the main colors of the sign.  Wisteria Snow will be the main body color and there will be navy accents and trim around the individual signs.  The main background color will be white. 

· Each individual sign color will be selected from the historical color palette.  
· The sign posts will have columns like on the building.  

· The CEO will check to be sure the sign conforms to code. 

Motion carried. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 pm.  The next ARB meeting is scheduled for Monday, October 3, 2011.
