Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by N. Schlater, the minutes of the March 7, 2011 meeting are approved as submitted.  Motion passed. 

OLD BUSINESS
43 East Genesee Street – Village Hardware –replacement of road sign (Joe DiSano)

John McFall, who is designing the sign, is present to address the Board.   The newly proposed sign will be a 2-sided sign with external lighting.  It will be aluminum with foam raised letters and flat vinyl graphics.   The sign will be 10.5” deep and roofed with shingles like the front of the Village Hardware building.  “Ace” will be red and the rest of the letters will be black.  The background color is white.  D. Johnson noted the lighting can be mounted on the sign’s “roof.”  The top portion of the sign will be made of the same material as the building (clapboard).  D. Johnson noted the sign should be framed with a border and Mr. McFall stated he will do this.

N. Schlater noted that the sign is larger than what is allowed by code.  D. Johnson stated that the CEO will address this issue. 

Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by N. Schlater, the application is approved as submitted with the noted regarding trim and border.  Carried. 

53 Salina Street – Ten Below Motorsports, Inc. – new signs 
Mr. Mantell is present to address the Board.  The roof sign dimensions are 3’ H x 8’ L.  The background is marine plywood mounted on a steel bracket frame.  The freestanding sign has another sign mounted to it as well, but the Applicant is here just for the upper portion of that sign.  He stated his primary concern is the roof sign, but Ron Dean suggested he include both with this application.  The freestanding sign is aluminum and will be refaced in the same dimensions as the existing sign.  The existing lights will be removed and solar flood-type lights will be installed.  
N. Schlater noted the existing sign is noncompliant. T. Baker agreed and stated the new sign will need to comply with the code as this is a change of use and the building has been out of use for an extended period of time.  D. Johnson stated he worked out the area and it is 43 square feet per face and the code limit is 24 square feet.  T. Baker informed the applicant that he can seek a zoning variance from the ZBA.
N. Schlater asked if this freestanding sign will be temporary.  Mr. Mantell stated it will be.  
T. Kleist stated she would hate to require him to install a new sign if it will just be temporary and suggested he could just reface the existing sign and black out the portion that will not be needed to meet the sign dimensions.  T. Baker stated he could run this by the ZBA chairman.  D. Johnson stated he would like to see the other sign on the freestanding pole removed to minimize the sign.
D. Johnson stated the Board can consider approving the roof sign. Mr. Mantell stated he will work with the building owner regarding the freestanding sign and come back with a new proposal. 
D. Johnson asked if the roof sign could be put above the door on the building face rather than on the roof.  Mr. Mantell explained that the roof is somewhat the face of the building as the roofline is flat.  He does not feel there is enough room above the door.  He stated the roof has a 4:12 pitch the brackets hold the sign up about 3”.  D. Johnson suggested mounting the sign above the door and even if it extends above the roofline, he feels it may look better.  Mr. Mantell stated he understands the idea, but feels that if D. Johnson were to see it in person he would likely agree that this would not work. 

T. Kleist asked what lighting will be used.  The lights will be solar-powered and will light the sign from below.
Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by T. Kleist, the application for the roof sign is approved as submitted and the application for the pole sign is tabled.  Carried. 

NEW BUSINESS

18 East Genesee Street– Brookford Properties, LLC – façade 
Mr. John Harwood and Ms. Wendy VanDerBogart are present.  D. Johnson will be presenting the plan for the new façade.  They will keep the existing brick below the windows and the rest will be Dryvit.  The vestibule will be removed.  All new windows will be installed.  A new soffit will be constructed.  The canopy walkway will be extended and wrapped around the west side of the building that faces the new municipal parking.  It will project approximately 8’ from the building face.  There will be 4 columns on the west elevation.  There will be enough room for a 24’ driveway and 20’ parking spaces along that side of the property.  D. Johnson stated the owner has a prospective tenant who will use approximately 2/3 of the building and the other 1/3 does not have a tenant yet.  The roof will be red, the main façade will be cream and the trim will include the darker colors shown in the application.  D. Johnson stated the existing brick on the building drove the color choices.
N. Schlater asked if there are any plans for the rear elevation facing the river.  There are no plans yet, just repainting.
T. Baker asked if the 2 false parapets are supposed to be the same height.  D. Johnson stated one is 7’ and one is 4’ above the current parapet.  This was intentional.  N. Schlater asked if the backs of the parapets will be visible from the back of the building.  D. Johnson stated he does not feel they will be visible from nearby as the building is so deep.  However, he stated they can wrap the taller portions of the back panels.
N. Schlater stated she feels it is a huge improvement over what is there currently.  She noted, however, that the Village is trying to beautify the river side and the river walk and wants to see the back of the building improved at some point.  
Upon motion by T. Kleist and second by C. Taft, the application is approved as drawn with the colors submitted.  The signage and lighting will be considered by ARB at a later date.  Carried. 

Stacy’s Permanent Solutions -  East Genesee Street (Colonial Laundromat)
John McFall will present this application as well.  The sign is a box sign, but will not be internally lit.  D. Johnson asked that the face be taken out of the box and mounted to the building.  Mr. McFall stated he will do that.  

The sign’s dimensions are 2’ x 16’.  T. Baker noted the size limit is 24 square feet, not 20% of the face.  However, D. Johnson noted that the size limit is only if the sign is a projecting sign.  
The sign color will be bronze with white letters.  D. Johnson noted this needs to be framed.  It will be lit with the existing light from above.  Mr. McFall stated he will take the face and the frame off the box sign and mount it to the building. 

Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by C. Taft, the application is approved and the sign will be directly affixed to the building, not a box sign as submitted and shown in the photo, and will have appropriate framing.  Carried.  
49 Oswego Stret- Patinka’s (Jill Sweeney)
John McFall will present this application as well.  The sign will be historic-looking and will be mounted on a post.  The Board reviewed the application. 

Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by T. Kleist, the application is approved as submitted.  Carried.
