Upon motion by C. Taft and second by D. Johnson, the minutes of the May 2, 2011 meeting are approved as corrected.  Motion passed. 

OLD BUSINESS

107-111 Syracuse Street (Jon Angarano) façade  

Mr. Jon Angarano is present to address the Board.
D. Johnson noted that it appears the project is already halfway done based on the plans submitted several months ago, but has not obtained full approval.  He stated he stopped by the site today and everything looks pretty good, but he would like more details about how it will be finished.  Mr. Angarano stated he will be using AZEK trim material up to the awning.  Above that is the parapet that will be used for the tenant sign, which will need ARB approval.  He stated that Twin Trees already has a sign and he would prefer the 2 new storefronts to have the same sign. 
T. Baker noted that the drawing submitted with the application does not reflect what has been built.  Mr. Angarano agreed.  He stated he does not have more complete drawings showing what is actually being built.  T. Baker also noted that the sign on the carwash needs to be addressed.  
D. Johnson stated the top edge of the parapet will need some molding or trim and suggested 6”.  
Mr. Angarano stated everything will be white because he just wants to get it completed and will decide on colors later.  He has submitted dark blue as his color selection, but stated that will be for later down the road for the inside of the raised panels. 
Mr. Angarano asked what the Board members think he should use for the roof on the top of the tower.  
T. Kleist noted that the tower as it is being built seems smaller than it is in the drawings and she feels it does not look in proportion.  Mr. Angarano stated that it is smaller, but he can build it out more.  He agreed that it needs to be larger to look in proportion and the roof is too steep for the smaller tower.  He stated he will widen the tower on both sides.  D. Johnson suggested he use metal roofing on the tower.  That will allow him to use a color since the building is so far back from the road.  
T. Baker stated he will need time to inspect this site as the submitted drawings are not accurate and he really has nothing to go by.  He stated he needs to see firm plans or some kind of documentation and tonight is the first time he has seen any plans at all.  D. Johnson agreed that he needs to have a more complete application before the Board can approve the plans.  T. Kleist stated this will also need to include a color presentation.

Mr. Angarano stated he is trying to meet a deadline for the tenant.  He thought he had already pulled a permit for the front of the building, but it was only for just one section.  He stated the new construction is identical to the approved section and he wants to finish it like that.  Regarding the tower, he stated he will be sure to build it to match the plans with an 8:12 pitch to the roof.  He stated he really just wants approval now for the 2nd storefront.  The bar portion is in the plans for the future.  D. Johnson stated he is not too concerned about the 2nd storefront because it is identical to the 1st.  He stated it is fine to complete the project in phases, but the design should be complete in order to obtain approval.  T. Baker stated he can issue a building permit for just the 2nd storefront to replicate what was done on the other one.  He stated he can withhold the certificate of compliance until the ARB requirements are satisfied.  
N. Schlater asked how quickly he can put together a more detailed plan.  Mr. Angarano stated a few days.  He will also submit photos.  D. Johnson noted that the color scheme is one of the bigger issues and the Board wants to see that as well as the plans for lighting.  Mr. Angarano stated he will use goosenecks like on the car wash.  B. King stated the plans will also need to include dimensions.  Mr. Angarano stated he will also sketch out the bar as well. 
D. Johnson stated the application for the site is tabled until the next meeting with the understanding that Mr. Angarano can finish the 2nd storefront as it is identical to the 1st.  T. Baker will issue the permit for that work so he can get his door in.  D. Johnson asked that more detailed plans be submitted by the deadline. 
Upon motion by D. Johnson and second by B. King, the application for the 2nd storefront at 107-111 Syracuse Street is approved to match the 1st storefront as it was submitted using the same design details. Carried. 

OTHER BUSINESS
 

18 East Genesee- Dollar Tree
D. Johnson stated this is an informal review of plans that were submitted to T. Baker from the architect for the tenant (Dollar Tree).  T. Baker stated it appears that Dollar Tree will be doing all the work, not Brookford Properties as was originally planned.  He noted this plan is significantly different from that submitted by Brookford Properties. The Board reviewed the plan.  
D. Johnson noted that the applicant is obviously not familiar with the ARB guidelines.  The plan demonstrates no historic character and is not consistent with the guidelines.  The other Board members agreed.  T. Baker stated he will convey the Board’s concerns to the applicant and will refer them to the guidelines.
