Minutes were reviewed and minor corrections were noted.  Upon motion by B. King and second by 
N. Schlater, the minutes of the August 1, 2011 meeting are approved as corrected.  Motion passed. 

NEW BUSINESS
23 Syracuse Street– Canal Walk Café – roof over dining area (Mr. Chris Porter)
Mr. Chris Porter is present to address the Board regarding a proposed roof over the outdoor dining area.  The drawings indicate they will use “peel-and-stick” roll roofing.  However, Mr. Porter indicated he would prefer something nicer.  D. Johnson suggested putting the roll roofing underneath whatever goes on top and stated he would prefer a metal roof.  Mr. Porter agreed.  

B. King noted that the drawing is incorrect and the roof should be hipped.  Mr. Porter agreed and stated it was indeed drawn incorrectly.  
D. Johnson is concerned with how the bottom of the ceiling and the framework will tie into the current panels above the windows.  This was discussed. D. Johnson stated he would like to see the appearance of trim above the panel before the ceiling.  
Mr. Porter stated he discussed the pitch of the existing ramp with Gregg Humphrey.  He would like to rebuild it as he has witnessed people struggling to get up the ramp.  He would also like to have steps off the landing going towards the driveway (south) to provide the apartment tenants with access to their entrance without them having to walk through the dining area.  G. Humphrey suggested insetting stairs into the platform if there is no room to come out off the landing and stated he will need approximately 3’.  Mr. Porter stated he believes he has room and G. Humphrey will meet him on site tomorrow to take measurements.   
N. Schlater asked if this plan will have to go before the Planning Board.  G. Humphrey stated he does not believe so as it is not really an addition.  The applicant just wants to put a roof over an existing structure and add steps.  
Mr. Porter stated he also wants to reopen the closed off window on the side of the building on the restaurant level.  He feels it is an eyesore as it is boarded up.  D. Johnson stated he would like to see some trim and detail regarding this.  He noted the plan says the window is an “awning window unit.”   
Mr. Porter stated he is considering making the ceiling more of a cathedral to make it more airy.  B. King and D. Johnson do not believe the pitch would accommodate this.  Regarding the ceiling, Mr. Porter would prefer knotty pine stained and polyurethaned rather than using tongue and groove as noted on the plan.  
D. Johnson noted that T. Kleist has stated she will put together a color panel for the next meeting.  The plan details were reviewed.  The deck itself will be stained.  
Upon motion by B. King and second by D. Johnson, the application for 23 Syracuse Street is approved with the following notes:
· The replacement window on the west elevation will be trimmed to match the existing windows.
· The front roof should be a hip roof as shown in the side elevation (differing somewhat from what is shown on the front elevation).  The roof will be metal.  
· The side overhangs should be equal to the front.
· The existing panels above the storefront will be retained and modified to keep the paneled look.
· The Applicant will work on the side steps with the CEO.

· The colors will be reviewed at a future meeting.

· The deck will be stained.   
Motion carried.
136 East Genesee Street – (Pat Hovey)
D. Johnson will be presenting on behalf of the Applicant and has recused himself from the Board for this part of the meeting.  He distributed drawings.  He noted the building will be exactly the same in design as the building at 138 East Genesee Street (the Upstate Chiropractic building) except it is 2000 square feet smaller and will be different colors.  He did not bring the color samples, but will bring them to the next meeting.  The façade will be a gray-blue, the trim will be off white, and the accent color (around windows) will be dark red.  D. Johnson stated they are James Hardie colors.   Gregg Humphrey printed out color samples to refer to.   They are Navajo Beige (trim), Evening Blue (façade), Countrylane Red (accents).
The Applicant also has an application before the Planning Board.  Joe Mastroianni, PE will be present for that meeting.
Upon motion by B. King and second by N. Schlater, the application for 136 East Genesee Street is approved as submitted.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 pm.  The next ARB meeting is scheduled for Monday, October 3, 2011.
