Upon motion by D. Arthur and second by B. King that the minutes of the February 6, 2012 ARB meeting are approved as submitted.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS
52 Oswego Street – Busy Bee Novelty –signs
Ms. Flora Johnson is present to address the Board.  She stated there will 2 signs, one on the front of the building between the two existing signs and one on the back of the building.  They will be in brackets.  Both signs are identical in size and design.   They are made of MDO board wrapped in vinyl.  The application states the signs will be 48” x 72”.  Ms. Johnson stated, however, that she feels they will look too big in comparison to the other signs on the building and they will, therefore, be 36” x 72”.  The signs will be rounded rectangles, not oval like the other building signs.  The sign colors are red and green.  In the application, the sign has a red background with a green rectangle with the words “BUSY BEE NOVELTY” in the top portion of the sign.  Ms. Johnson would like to be able to switch the colors around and have a green sign background with the name of the store in a red rectangle instead.  She is not certain that she will do this, but would like the flexibility to decide this later.  D. Arthur stated he does not think the color order matters and Chairman Johnson agreed that it would not be a problem. 
C. Taft asked if there is any lighting for the sign.  Ms. Johnson stated she has no plans for lighting right now.  
Upon motion by Chairman Johnson and second by B. King, the application regarding the signs for 52 Oswego Street (Busy Bee Novelty) is approved as submitted with the following changes:
· The size of both signs will be 36” x 72”.

· The red and green colors on the sign can be switched if the Applicant chooses to do that.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mural at 3 West Genesee Street

Miss Emily Ekross is present to address the Board.  Miss Ekross is a Girl Scout working on her Gold Award.  The goal of the Gold Award is to better the community.  Ms. Ekross stated she would like to run a contest through the school district (high school) and also advertised locally (library, diner, etc.)  to find a design to replace the mural at 3 West Genesee Street.  This mural is in bad shape and has been defaced.  As this is in a highly visible area of the Village (the four corners), she would like to fix this.  She will be putting together a board responsible for approving the mural design, which will be made up of mentors, students, and, hopefully, an ARB member.  The community members will select the design.   
Miss Ekross stated she has received permission from the building’s owner (Mr. John Galimi).  The wall will need to be chemically stripped up to the trim because it is brick and cannot be sandblasted.  

Miss Ekross stated she would like the new mural to incorporate the original mural design (with the boy fishing) with the more recent design (with the Baldwinsville skyline in silhouette).   
Miss Ekross has already spoken to the Board of Trustees and they asked her to see the ARB.  Her next step is to get the wall prepared over the summer.  She would like to run the contest from the middle of March through April.  
Miss Ekross stated that Mr. Galimi has offered to front some of the cost of stripping the wall.  She is hoping to have some volunteer muralists to help her paint.  She will have to fundraise the money to cover any additional costs.
D. Arthur stated he would like to applaud her for her efforts to bring history back to the building.   He is very much in favor of this project.  C. Taft stated she is also impressed with her efforts.  
B. King noted that the existing colors are mainly tan/beige and black.  He does not feel she needs to limit herself to just using those colors, however.  He believes there is room for additional “natural” colors.  


T. Kleist thinks this is a great project and is happy to see it move forward.  

Chairman Johnson also applauded her efforts.  He told Miss Ekross that she has the Board’s permission to move forward and that she can contact the codes office if she has any further questions.  
The meeting was adjourned at 7:20 pm.  The next ARB meeting is scheduled for Monday, April 2, 2012.

ADDENDUM:

On March 19, 2012, Flora Johnson, the Applicant regarding 52 Oswego Street (Busy Bee Novelty) informed the Code Enforcement Office that her sign contractor had mistakenly made one of her signs bigger than what was approved above, 48” x  72” rather than 36” x 72.  She requested approval for the larger sign in order to avoid the cost of having a new one made.  The larger of the 2 signs will be placed on the back of the building.  CEO Gregg Humphrey verified that the signs will still be within code.
Upon motion by C. Taft and second by D. Arthur the approved signs for 52 Oswego Street (Busy Bee Novelty) are amended as follows:

· The size of the sign on the back of the building will be 48” x 72”.

· The size of the sign on the front of the building will be 36” x 72”.  
· The red and green colors on the sign can be switched if the Applicant chooses to do that.
