Citizen’s Comments.

Swearing in of Sara L. Holden as a Baldwinsville Police Officer.

Michael Lefancheck explained that the Police Department had sent out over 400 canvass letters for the one open position in the Village.  He also explained the interview process and how well Sara L. Holden had impressed those who interviewed her in the first round.  It was not until later into her second interview that it was revealed that her father was David Clement, a former Police Officer in the 1970’s with the Baldwinsville Police Department.  She stated at that time she was considered for employment on her own merits.

Mayor Saraceni then swore in Sara L. Holden as a Baldwinsville Police Officer.
The Village Board took a recess for those present to congratulate Police Officer Sara Holden.  
Trustees’ Comments.
The Village Board Members mentioned what they would like to see and accomplish within the Village over the next couple of years.

Trustee Wilder
 - 

· Would like to see the former DPW Site on Lock Street become a workable site.

· Would like to review the Village’s material in regards to protecting its water supply.

Noted that with his knowledge in this field; he might be able to offer additional information in regards to better protecting the water supply.
Trustee Clarke –

· Noted that he was impressed with the Carp Tournament that was held this year and would like to get more involved next year. 

· Stated that the Intermunicipal Committee met last night at the Town of Lysander Town Hall, with Pat Johnson from the Public Service Commission. The discussion was about the possible franchise agreement with Verizon, since they would like to install Cable TV to the Baldwinsville area.   Their next meeting will take place on June 1, 2009.
· Would like to see a community garden, where residents, who do not have a yard or a big yard, could have a vegetable garden. He would like to talk to Tim Baker and see if there is some Village property available to have a community garden.
 Trustee Stebbins –
· Would like to work with the Village’s Department Heads to achieve the continued improvement of the quality of life in the Village of Baldwinsville. 
· Work on the completion and extension of the Village’s Trail System.
· Continue on with the relationship with Tree City Assoc. and the caring, pruning and planting of more trees in the Village.
· Would like to see working lights on the Baldwin canal bridge.

· Go Green and look into alternative energy methods.

Trustee Salisbury –

· Would like a review study on the Canton Wood Senior Citizens facility. He would like to see how the facility is used.

· Review the drainage facility for the drainage that comes from the Brown Tract and floods out the residents on West Genesee Street. (Route 370)
Trustee Shimer – 

· Would like to see the power lines in the Village buried.
· Get rid of the impression that there is no parking in the Village. She would like signage stating where parking is available.  
· Feels the Village has a very good agricultural resource and would like to see an active Farmer’s Market.
Trustee Weaver –

· Clean up the aesthetics of the Village; she noted that the Village’s DPW Committee has done a wonderful job, but the residents could do more to help.

· Suggested that sections of the trail system could be adopted by organizations for clean up of trash.  

· Would like to see more crosswalk areas marked in the Village. She noted that the crosswalk in front of the library does not have a curb cut for wheel chairs. 
· Feels that the Village has an issue with the placement of garbage dumpsters in the downtown area. She feels the dumpsters could be camouflaged and it would improve the appearance of the downtown area.  
· Would like the Village to look into having one garbage company come into the Village.  She knows the Village looked into this once before, but she would like to revisit the issue. 

· Would like to see the crooked street lights installed in the downtown area. 

· Reminded the Village Board Members of the Blessing of the Fleet Event that will take place in the Village on June 20, 2009.

Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session for Labor Negotiations.

Mayor’s Comments are as follows.
· Thanked the Village Board for their comments and they will not be taken lightly.
· Stated that he walked with Mace Markham and Ray Cooper during the rain storm and looked at the drainage issue. He talked to residents and looked at the retention basins. He noted he is going to set up a meeting with the Town of Lysander Supervisor Barry Bullis, Ray Cooper, Tim Baker, Trustee Wilder and a representative from New York State DOT, to see what can be done to correct the drainage issue. 

· Would like to look at the drainage at Tannery Creek and see if anything else can be done in that area.  He asked that the DPW Committee add that issue to their agenda for discussion.
· Thanked Shane Kennard and the Bridge Church for their efforts on Earth Day. 

· Noted that he was honored to be asked to attend the DARE Graduation at Van Buren School. He noted that although the State has stopped funding the program the Village will continue to support it. He also noted that the Police Department does a great job with those children to get the lesson across. 

· Noted that the Carp Tournament was a success again this year.  He wants the residents to know the fishermen are thrilled with the treatment they received from the Village and its residents.

· Reminded everyone that the Village will celebrate Memorial Day on Saturday, May 30th with a parade starting at 5:00 p.m.

Department Heads.

Ruth Troy stated that Canton Woods will be starting Recreation Night on Monday’s from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. Canton Woods Board of Directors will staff those nights.  She noted that members of the Senior Center will be participating in the Memorial Day Parade.  Canton Woods Senior Center will be having a Ziti Dinner on June 10, 2009, and everyone is invited. 
Michael Lefancheck noted that the Police Department made an arrest in the tire slashing incident that took place in the Village a few weeks ago. Two individuals were arrested and were processed.  He noted that Officer Coakley, who grew up in Baldwinsville and went to Van Buren School; taught the DARE Program to her son this year at the same school. 

Tim Baker noted that the stake rack truck with the new stainless steel bed was parked in the Village’s parking lot for the Village Board to see.
Mayor Saraceni noted that he had received a memo from Rolf Beckhusen, Codes Enforcement Officer, stating that the building located at 3/5/7/9 W. Genesee Street was unsafe.  He feels the Village Board needs to respond to him and request an inspection of the building.

28A-5 for the Codes Enforcement Officer to inspect 3/5/7/9 W. Genesee Street and an independent Structural Engineer is to be brought back to prepare a detailed analysis on the property. Tim Baker noted that the first phase of the sidewalk project is moving forward. He also noted the residents have been impressed with the contractor’s work; they have hired him separately to do additional work.

Discussion regarding the repair/replacement project for the second sidewalk district. 

Tim Baker showed on a map the area he suggested doing in the second phase.  He suggested doing the main streets through the Village, which would be Oswego Street from Brown Street through Syracuse Street to the Village line, excluding the downtown sidewalks. If the Village Board agrees with this, the next step would be to accurately survey the sidewalks needing to be replaced.
