REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON OCTOBER 1, 2009, AT 7:30 P.M.

Also Present-Ron Carr, Attorney for the Village; Michael Lefancheck, Police Administrator; Tim Baker, Village Engineer; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; a representative of the Public Access Channel; Erin Smith from the Messenger; Vicki Prouty, Bill and Mary Pientka.  
The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Citizen’s Comments.
No Comments.
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session for contract negotiations.  He mentioned that at the recent meeting at Canton Woods Senior Center it was noted that the roof still has a leaking problem. 

Tim Baker noted that they are aware of the problem and they are waiting for the roof to dry up. They intend to remove some of the vinyl siding to install some flashing to prevent any further problems.   

Mayor’s Comments are as follows:

· Requested an Executive Session for possible land acquisition.
· Noted that he attended a ceremony for Carl Sanfilippo, football coach at Baker High School. He was celebrating his 25th year with the Baldwinsville School District.  Mayor Saraceni read the proclamation that he read at the ceremony. 
· Requested a Discussion/Possible Action in regards to the issuing of flu shots to Village Employees.
Department Heads.

Ruth Troy noted that the Department of Health will be having a flu clinic at Canton Woods Senior Center on October 8th, from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. and October 29th, from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m., by appointment.  She also noted that the Onondaga County Department of Aging and Youth will be holding a public hearing on October 28, 2009, at 1:00 pm. 
Michael Lefancheck noted that he distributed to the Village Board a thank you letter that he received from a resident thanking Officer Patrick Holtman for his help. He noted that the Police Department has made 100 more arrests than they had made at this time last year.  The Police Department has solved all of the burglary cases, but one.  
Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.  
Tim Baker stated that he had received a response from DOT regarding the plans that were submitted. They are requesting additional information from US Fish and Wildlife, and State Office of Parks and Historical Preservation.  He noted that he will get the information for them.  He noted a few other pieces of information that he is getting together for DEC.
Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements.
Tim Baker noted that in regards to Phase 1, there is just some sealing work to be done and landscaping to be completed.

He stated that the cost numbers are being prepared, so invoices can be mailed out for the homeowners who wanted to pay upfront.   In regards to Phase 2, the contractor plans to move his equipment in on Monday.  The Village is still waiting on the Letter of Credit, so the contracts can be signed.  Mayor Saraceni noted some concern with the contractor completing 25% of the project this year. Tim Baker stated that he feels the contractor will comply with that part of the contract. 
Discussion in regards to trash pickup in the Village. 
The Village Clerk noted that the revised applications would be sent out Friday.

Trustee Wilder stated that he had received an e-mail from a resident who stated that they would support the Village having one trash hauler pick up trash and add the cost to their tax bill. 

Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.   
Mayor Saraceni noted that he had nothing new to report at this time. He noted that he wants to contact other agencies that have developed an Economic Development Agency. He stated that he is leaning toward forming an agency that would act independently.

Discussion/Action in regards to the Village of Baldwinsville’s desires to resolve its claim with the State of New York regarding the State’s acquisition of certain parcels owned by the Village (referred to in appropriation Map No. 145 as Parcels Nos. 207 and 208) for State DOT project designated SH8496, Baldwinsville-State Fair Grounds.

Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Clarke that the Mayor is given permission to execute any and all documents that are related to resolving its claim with the State of New York regarding the State’s acquisition of certain parcels owned by the Village (referred to in appropriation Map No. 145 as Parcels Nos. 207 and 208) for State DOT project designated SH8496, Baldwinsville-State Fair Grounds. The Village will receive $4,400.00 for the property. 

Tim Baker explained the location of this property is next to Evans Chevrolet, where the State had to fix a culvert last year.

Discussion/Action in regards to an equipment purchase out of the sewer account #8120-2. 
Tim Baker stated that he had budgeted $6,000.00 for a camera to view the sewer laterals, which they had not purchased. He requested that the Village hold off on purchasing this item and purchase a new lawnmower motor in the amount of $2,408.00 to replace the one that can no longer be repaired.  He noted that after doing more research on a sewer camera, the funds that were allotted were not enough and with the cost being higher and due to the amount of times it would be needed, it might not be cost effective to purchase. The Village has the option of renting one from Onondaga County, which it has done in the past. He feels the funds should be used to replace the lawnmower motor for mowing the pumping stations.  
The Village Board agreed to allow the purchase of the lawnmower motor instead of sewer camera. 

Discussion/Possible Action in regards to paying for flu shots for the employees of the Village of Baldwinsville.

Mayor Saraceni noted that it was an unusual flu season with two different flu strains in the air. He noted that it has been mentioned by Ruth Troy and the Canton Woods employees because of working with the elderly and Tim Baker, who feels that it’s cheaper to pay for a flu shot than paying the employee sick time. 

The Village Board discussed the issue of paying for flu shots for village employees, which are not covered under the Village’s health plan. It was noted that the police officers could have the flu shots for free at the regional market given by the Onondaga County Health Department, therefore the Village would be paying for approximately 32 employees. It was noted that the Village has never offered this benefit before. It was questioned if the Village did offer this benefit this year would it be expected to do it every year after, since there are flu strains every year.  Some trustees felt the employee has to take the responsibility for his/her health and others felt it would show the Village is doing its part to prevent the flu from spreading.

Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Clarke that the Village offer on a voluntary basis to get a flu shot and the Village would be responsible for the payment of $30.00 per person for employees who make appointments at Canton Woods Senior Center on either October 8th or October 29th.
