Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Clarke that the minutes of the meeting held August 6, 2009, be approved, and that the Village Clerk dispense with the reading of said minutes.

 Citizen’s Comments.
John Brooks stated that he feels the Village of Baldwinsville looked foolish in the advertisement concerning the card playing issue at Canton Woods Senior Center that was in the Neighbor’s Northwest section of the Syracuse Newspaper.   He noted that his name was on the attendance list for Canton Woods for the date of August 6, 2009, but he was not there at the center on that date. He feels that someone has forged his name. He stated that he had gone on a bus trip which left from the center. 
Canton Woods Coordinator Ruth Troy stated that the center makes a list of those seniors that leave the center to go a bus trip. It is a general list that is made up for every bus trip. 

Mr. Pientka stated that he attends Canton Woods Senior Center and noted that members of the center are split on the gambling issue. He noted that he likes John Brooks, but not everyone agrees with his approach to solving the issue.  They know that the village is doing what it can to help with a solution.  He also noted that Ruth Troy has been stable with handling the situation. Her door is also open and she’s willing to discuss issues that have come up there at the center.
Mayor Saraceni stated that he and Ruth Troy have met with Assemblyman Magnarelli and his aide to discuss the gambling issue in a ‘municipal owned building that is a Senior Citizen Center’. He felt the meeting went well and that the Senator would see if any changes could be made.  
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Salisbury complimented the DPW on the repair work being done along the sidewalks and yards near the project area.  
Trustee Stebbins mentioned to the board members that the health insurance plan for the village employees (not their coverage) is due to expire December 31, 2009.  The present plan is being looked at and will be studied over the next few months as more options are put forth by the companies that the village can select from to go forward.  He also wanted to commend the Mayor for the stance he’s taken in regards to the senior center.  He knows that it is being done to protect the village that he represents and he’s one hundred percent behind him along with the rest of the board. 
Trustee Clarke and the intermunicipal committee have met with Verizon. There was not a lot of flexibility in regards to the contract.  Progress is slow, but they are working on it.  He also reported that the 45th Baker High reunion that was held this past weekend was great and the people who had not been here in a long time were so impressed with improvements to the school and Paper Mill Island among other things.  It was a great experience and they loved spending their money here in Baldwinsville.  

Trustee Stebbins noted a few exchange students who will be representing their communities this fall.  Sandy Evans, a North Street resident, has recently left for Japan to study and there is one student from Germany who will be here in Baldwinsville this school year. Please welcome her to Baldwinsville if you get the chance to meet her.  
Mayor’s Comments.
The mayor noted that he has received some great feedback in his email about the village in regards to local fishing, power along the trail and the great music available here.  
Department Heads.

Ruth Troy noted that painting is being done at the entryway at the center.  Joe DiSano at Village Hardware has donated the paint and so far it looks very good.  She also passed along that September is National Senior Center month.  She and Joan have a lot of things planned for the seniors.  
Village Clerk Rosemary Johnson noted the many letters showing positive feedback that are being received by email in our office in regards to the events on the island this summer.  
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.   
Tim Baker stated that our report is in to the DOT. The village is ready to get started, but needs to hear back on this. 
Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements. 
Tim Baker noted again that the contractor is getting to the end of district #1 and should finish up in about a week.  There will still be clean up work to be done also.  In regards to the next district #2, Tim has approval by over 25 % of the 138 homeowners so they can move forward.  He hopes to get the rest of the letters from the homeowners back quickly.    

Discussion in regards to trash pickup in the Village. 
Trustee Wilder has reviewed the previous contract and has some suggestions for the board to consider and to talk about at the  next board meeting.  For example, do they want to have a specific day of the week to pick up?  
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.   
The mayor has spoken with an Alliance Bank representative. He will have more information for the board at the next meeting.  
Discussion/Possible Action in regards to EDR’s final design and construction for the Village Square Project.  
There was a discussion about the work agreement for phase 1 involved in this project.  Tim will talk again with EDR and then get back to the board with an acceptable project timeline noted in the work agreement which can be discussed at the next meeting. A motion can then be made giving the Mayor authorization to sign the agreement. 

Discussion/Action in regards to authorizing certain employees to attend the NYCOM Fall Training School in Albany, New York, from September 21 – September 24, 2009. 
This will be discussed at the next meeting.
