Also Present-Ron Carr and Dave Jones, Attorney’s for the Village; John Merritt, Police Agent, for the Police Administrator; Timothy Baker, Village Engineer; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Charles Elliott, a representative of the Public Access Channel; and Shane Kennard. 
The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #213 – 

Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Shimer that the minutes of the meeting held December 3, 2009, be approved and the Village Clerk dispense with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.

No one spoke.

Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session regarding employee negotiations.  He noted that he had attended the Canton Woods Senior Center Board Meeting and they had discussed creative ways to raise funds to help fund projects for the center. 
Trustee Clarke stated that he and Tim Baker had met with Verizon regarding the status of the work that needed to be done in the Village to be able to hook into their services.  They were told that all of the work was completed and they’re ready to supply the customers as soon as a contract has been approved and signed.   He wished everyone a Merry Christmas. 
Trustee Wilder wished everyone a Merry Christmas.
Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni noted that a high wind blew through the Village on Thursday and caused the Village Christmas tree to blow over.  The high winds did not subside until Saturday; therefore the Village’s Crew did not put the tree back upright until first thing Monday morning.  The Mayor stated that he did not want the risk of someone being hurt trying to put the tree up while the winds were still strong and he did not think it was appropriate to pay the department overtime pay on a Sunday.  He apologized to anyone who thought the tree should have been put back up sooner. 
Department Heads.

Ruth Troy noted that a H1N1 and seasonal flu clinic will be held on January 7, 2010, from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. at the Canton Woods Senior Center. She also noted that a pancake breakfast was being held December 31, 2009, starting at 9:00 a.m. with the cost being $3.00. She stated that Meals on Wheels are starting a preventative maintenance program to prevent back ups in the kitchen. She mentioned that Veterans would be able to sign up on February 18, 2010, to fill out paperwork to receive favor cards for merchant discounts within Onondaga County.
John Merritt stated that the police department will again be receiving the AAA Community Safety Platinum award in January.  
Trustee Stebbins asked that residents remember that the sidewalks need to be cleared off in a timely manner when it snows.  

Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.   
Tim Baker stated that the DEC said there is no concern from them for the impact of the trail on the Red Grape Fern. There is still one more condition to meet with the Historical society.   
Discussion in regards to the property located at 1/3/5/7/9 West Genesee Street. 
Tim Baker noted the major pending issue was the structural dependability of the front wall.  This is being
evaluated.  Several blocks need to be removed and then the issue should be resolved.  We should hear 
something soon. 
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural

Development. 
There was a short discussion where it was mentioned that they would like to have this application move forward, however, there needs to be a Board of Directors formed with at least three members to begin with.  Corporation papers can then be filed.  Since that board has not yet been decided upon, there was no action taken.

Discussion/Possible Action in regards to contracting for professional Architectural Services relating to the Community Park Bath House Project.  
Tim Baker proposed awarding Donohoe Architectural Design the contract to design the Community Park Bath House.  The same company worked on the Mercer Park Bath House project and he feels comfortable using them.  This is a 2007 Community Development Project and it should be moved forward on.

Therefore, with the pay as consultant and the salary as Deputy Mayor/Village Trustee, they would put him over the salary cap that is allowed by the NYS Retirement System.
