Also Present-Ron Carr, Attorney for the Village; Michael Lefancheck, Police Administrator; Timothy Baker, Village Engineer; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Charles Elliott, a representative of the Public Access Channel; Shane Kennard, Bill and Mary Pientka, and Ed Barlow. 
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Citizen’s Comments.
Robert Scherfling of 49 West Genesee Street presented pictures of the graffiti that has been written on the gazebo and playground equipment at Mercer Park.  He mentioned that he thought the Village was going to apply for grant funding for a camera system to monitor the park. 
Michael Lefancheck stated he has applied for a camera system and he is almost certain he will receive the funding, but the camera system would not be to able to be installed until Spring.  He noted that the Police Department was aware of the damage in Mercer Park and takes the Village Parks System very serious. 
Sally Dayger stated that she is very concerned about the size and the location of the new NAPA store on East Genesee Street. She stated that she does not understand how the Planning Board would allow the size of the building to be built so close to the sidewalk. 

Mayor Saraceni stated that the Planning Board requested the building be built close to the sidewalk.  He explained that in the EDR’s Plan, it is recommended that any new construction be built to the sidewalk so customers can enter the stores from the sidewalk and not have to walk through a parking lot to enter. The parking for new construction would be located in the back or the sides of the building.
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Shimer noted that there is a new restaurant opening in the Village. She wishes them great success. 

Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session for Labor Negotiations.
Trustee Clarke stated that a meeting with Verizon took place on Tuesday, and it looks like they are getting closer to solving the issue with how much funding they are willing to give Pac-B. 

Mayor Saraceni noted the benefits that Pac-98 gives to the Baldwinsville Community.  

Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni requested an Executive Session for possible property acquisition.  He thanked the Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce for a great tree lighting ceremony held at the Red Mill Inn.  
Department Heads.

The Village Clerk noted that there are people soliciting for an energy gas saving company who do not have a solicitor license.  She requested the residents contact the Police Department by dialing 911, if they come to their door, so the Police Department can request they leave the Village until they obtain a permit.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.
Tim Baker noted that they are taking care of the two remaining issues on the trail, and QPK hopes to have them resolved by the first of the year. He has submitted the Village’s plan to the Department of Transportation and they have come back with several requests, which will have to be signed off on. 
Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements. 
Tim Baker stated that the contractor has finished his work until Spring. The Village’s crew are doing the restoration work before the weather changes.  He noted that the contractor has completed 57% of the project

The Mayor suggested that this item be taken off the agenda until Spring.  He requested that the DPW Committee discuss the forming of the third district. 

Discussion in regards to the property located at 1/3/5/7/9 West Genesee Street. 
There was nothing new to report at this time.

Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development. 
The Mayor asked the Village Board if they have any comments regarding the first draft of the Certificate of Corporation that was given out at the last meeting. 
The Village Board stated that they were still reviewing the draft.

The Mayor stated that he would like to discuss the formation of the Board of Directors.  He noted that he felt the Village Board would appoint the first Board of Directors.  He stated that he would like to model the Board of Directors after the board for the Clayton Land Development. He noted their list of members.  The Village Board felt that there should me a majority of members with financial background or financial employment.  They also discussed the number of members serving on the Board of Directors. Trustee Stebbins suggested that Mayor contact the U.S.D.A. Rural Development and get their recommendation on who should have a seat on the Board of Directors. 

Update discussion concerning Village Owned Lock Street Properties. 
Trustee Wilder stated that the Village is still waiting for the map to be completed on the area. He hopes to have it for the next DPW Committee Meeting, and then they should be able to make a recommendation at the next Village Board Meeting.
