REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON NOVEMBER 5, 2009, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Salisbury, Stebbins, Shimer and Weaver.

Also Present-Ron Carr and Dave Jones, Attorneys for the Village; Michael Lefancheck, Police Administrator; Maysel Markham, Highway Foreman; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Charles Elliott, a representative of the Public Access Channel; Shane Kennard, Ron Patterson and the owner of Kasey’s Salon. 
Motion #189 – 
Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Wilder that the minutes of the meeting held October 15, 2009, be approved, and that the Village Clerk dispense with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.
Ron Patterson, owner of the barbershop located at 4 Oswego Street, stated that he recently mailed a letter to the Village Board in regards to parking issues during the Village’s Oktoberfest Event that was held October 9th, 10th and the 11th.  He noted that there was a lack of parking during the week, starting Monday, October 6th, because they were installing tents for the event. He hopes that the Village will work on a solution to the problem by next year. 
The owner of Kasey’s Salon noted that she also experienced some parking issues for her clients. She mentioned that she noticed that some non-handicapped people were parking in the handicap space, and people were parking longer than two hours in the two hour parking areas, since there was a lack of parking in the normal spaces. 
Mayor Saraceni noted that the Oktoberfest Event will not take place at the same location next year, since that area will be under construction.  He also noted that he feels that there was adequate parking for the businesses in that area.  He stated that the parking problem would have been eased if the business employees had parked in the parking lot across the street and saved other spaces by their businesses for their customers.
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Salisbury stated that he attended the monthly board meeting at Canton Woods Senior Center.  He noted that their roof at the center is still not repaired and it needed to be fixed before the snow comes.  He requested four Executive Sessions for Labor Relations Issues.  
Trustee Clarke stated that representatives from Verizon would like to meet next with the franchise committee to go over the issue of funds being designated for PAC-TV. He noted that he is not sure when this issue will be resolved, so the Village can move forward with setting a public hearing.   
Trustee Wilder sent his condolences to Trustee Carrie Weaver and her family. He noted that Trustee Weaver’s father John McFall was very active with the Village as a former Planning Board Member and other community groups and activities and he will be missed.   He requested that a discussion in regards to the ARB Meeting he attended Monday night, as it pertained to 1/3/5/7/9 West Genesee Street, be added to the agenda, under New Business.  
Mayor’s Comments are as follows:
· Sent his condolences to the McFall Family. He noted that John McFall has always been a mentor of his and he would visit him to get his views on various issues that would come up in the Village. 

· Congratulated everyone that won in the elections held November 3rd, within the Town of Van Buren, Town of Lysander and Onondaga County.
· Noted that he attended the 98th Annual Seneca Street Picnic. He noted that they had 55 residents attend. He had a very good time and wished more block parties were held in the Village, so residents could get to know their neighbors. 
· Congratulated the Baldwinsville School Marching Band for winning the State Championship for Class 2 schools. He noted that if anyone has an opportunity to see them perform, they should go to see them.
· Congratulated the Baldwinsville Football Team for winning against Corcoran High School in the Semi-final of the Section III Championship. The Football Team is undefeated and will be playing CBA in the Section III final and he would like to wish them luck.
· Noted that the Baldwinsville Boy’s Soccer Team is moving to the championship finals in Section 3 and he would like to wish them luck.

·  Noted that the Baldwinsville Cross Country Team is ranked 3rd in the State. 

Department Heads.

Ruth Troy stated that Dan Maffei came and spoke with the seniors and they seemed to enjoy his visit. She noted that the Department of Aging and Youth held a public hearing at Canton Woods Senior Center and it was very well attended.  The senior center had a water problem yesterday and had to close. She thanked the Water Department for their quick response in fixing the problem and cleaning up the mess.

Maysel Markham noted that tree work that needed to be done on the path to Conifer Village was included in the 2009 Tree Work bid specs and Timber Tree has been working on that project. 
Ruth Troy mentioned that the budget for the Canton Woods Senior Center has been passed by both the Town of Van Buren and the Town of Lysander.  
Michael Lefancheck stated that there has been some publicity regarding the use of Taser guns and they have reviewed their written training policy. The Police Department feels that no changes need to be made with that policy. 

Trustee Salisbury asked if residents are aware that they are not supposed to pave over their concrete sidewalks.

Maysel Markham noted that most residents are not aware of it until they notify them when installing their new sidewalks.  He suggested the Village might consider issuing driveway permits at no cost, and then the Village could set the regulations for driveways. 
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Maysel Markham noted that the Village is waiting to receive a letter from D.E.C. that will ultimately go to the State of New York for their approval for the Village to proceed with the trail over Crooked Brook.
 Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements.  

Maysel Markham stated that they are very pleased with the contractor. He gave an update on areas they have completed.

Discussion in regards to trash pickup in the Village.  

Mark Wilder stated that the Village Clerk contacted the current trash haulers and they would like to have the Village Board consider changing the trash pick up days to Monday and Thursday, which are the same days they are required to pick up trash in the Town of Van Buren.  The DPW Committee feels that they can accommodate them.  The Village Clerk will notify the trash haulers of this change. 
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.     

Mayor Saraceni noted that he drafted a Certificate of Corporation for an Economic Development Corporation for the Village Board to review. Attorneys Ron Carr and Dave Jones will take a look at it.  He noted that it is a working document.
Attorney Ron Carr stated that the drafted Certificate of Corporation would need a purpose clause for the Corporation. 

There was a discussion regarding the possible roles of the Board of Directors and their responsibility for failed loans.  It was noted these issues will be addressed as the Village moves forward. 
New Business.

Discussion/Action in regards to setting a Public Hearing to hear comments on the Village of Baldwinsville’s Stormwater Management Plan and Stormwater Management Plan Annual report for the period of March 10, 2008, through March 9, 2009, at the Regular Meeting on November 19, 2009, at 7:30 p.m.

Discussion regarding Monday’s nights ARB meeting concerning the property located at 1/3/5/7/9 West Genesee Street.
Trustee Wilder stated that the new owners of the property located at 1/3/5/7/9 West Genesee Street, were to present plans for the exterior and interior of that building. He noted that there has been a great concern with the safety of the exterior of the second story of that building, since the fire took place. The village residents have not been able to use the sidewalk in front of the building.   He would like to know what is within the Village rights to move this issue forward. 
Attorney Ron Carr stated that he feels the only thing the Village can do, is to move forward with the proceeding in Chapter 28A of the Village Code. 
It was noted that the Village has reports done previously regarding the safety of the building. He noted that work has been done on the building since the original reports were done and new ones might have to be prepared, which could take time.
Mayor Saraceni stated that the Codes Enforcement Officer should see if the current owners have received the letter stating the violations and then start the clock of the process of Chapter 28A.  He feels that an updated engineering report needs to be prepared. 

Trustee Wilder stated that he would like to see progress done on the building.
