Trustee Stebbins requested an Executive Session in regards to property acquisition. 
Mayor’s Comments.
The Mayor noted that Columbus Day weekend is Oktoberfest weekend in Baldwinsville, October 9- 11, and there will be more of everything this year-German music, food, live entertainment, and fun! He stated there is also more planned for the kids.  Bussing will be available for those who don’t want to drive from the Smokey Hollow shopping area and also from P & C. Ruth Troy mentioned that the senior center will be participating in Oktoberfest this year. Tim Baker noted a kick off meeting was held today with EDR regarding village square, and they walked the site of the former Harrington Fire House. The plan is to work together to beautify the area for residents and existing businesses.  Tim noted that after looking at the site today this will be quite a job, with many existing issues that need to be worked on.  The plans for the site were discussed and there is hope to help the existing businesses benefit in regards to parking, trash, to minimize above ground utilities if possible, etc.  
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.

Trustee Wilder explained some of the changes that were discussed at the last meeting.  The major modification was to change the days of the week that haulers can be present in the village to Tuesdays and Thursdays.  The reason is that the DPW is in the village picking up yard waste on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday each week. This presents a problem with the large trucks being there at the same time.  He would like the revised contract to go out to haulers with a cover letter.  He does think that there may have to be a public meeting if there are significant problems or comments from the haulers in regards to the pick up days of the week being changed.  
It was determined that the modification will be made to the document and it will be sent out to the haulers.  
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.   

The Mayor mentioned he has nothing new to report.  
New Business.
Discussion in regards to CHIP funded projects.
Tim Baker explained the CHIP (Consolidated Highway Improvement Program) funding use for street repairs.  This is funding that we receive from the state each year.  This year our allotment is $78,049.76.  Traditionally we have used this money for capital projects, such as resurfacing or paving.  So far a total of $71,067.61 has been spent overall which includes milling and patching on Tappan Street, in the amount of $67,696.21. The Village used Onondaga County Contract Bid List instead of bidding the project it self.  There are a few small problem areas where they will use the remaining money which is approximately $6,900.00.   The areas include a spot at the corner of Brown Street and Mott Road and there is a place on Smokey Hollow Road. The next CHIP application is due November 12, 2009, with an estimated payment date of February 18, 2010. Tim will submit this application so the village is ready for the next budget year.  He’ll continue to look at other areas for improvement in the village.  There was a short discussion about how the village can use the materials left over from milling the roads.  
Discussion/Action in regards to proclaiming the week of September 17 through 23, 2009, as Constitution Week.
