Citizen’s Comments.
Patty Reyna, a resident living at 8 Walnut Street, commented on the new sidewalks.  She thinks they were well done and loves them.  She was also very pleased with Bill Derby, the contractor.
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Shimer noted that the Public Safety meeting will be held on August 12, 2009.

Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session for negotiations.  He also is very pleased with the new sidewalks.
Trustee Clarke noted that a new business owner complimented the village on a smooth opening.  The codes office and ARB were very responsive to his needs and helped him through the process.
Mayor’s Comments are as follows:
· Added an Item H. to new business – discussion/possible action in regards to the music/sound levels at Paper Mill Island.

· Signed the CGI Communications agreement relating to video production that will be linked to the village’s website.  The mayor asked if any of the boards or departments have a video request.

· Addressed the gambling issue at Canton Woods Senior Center.  The policy states that no gambling is allowed at the village-owned center.  Under the NY Penal code, it is a misdemeanor for the village/mayor to knowingly allow gambling at a village-owned location.  He will meet with Assemblyman Magnarelli on Thursday, August 13, 2009 to discuss changing the law that possibly would allow gambling at the center.
Department Heads.
Chief Lefancheck noted that the department received a thank you note from a resident of Candlewood Gardens praising the efficiency of the officers in an issue that had arisen at the complex.  Things have been going much better since the arrest.

The Chief also noted that the department had been investigating a string of burglaries and that an individual has been arrested in the case.  The burglaries should cease now.

Canton Woods Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy thanked the mayor, Trustee Salisbury and Lysander representative Art Levy, for their support and hard work at the senior center’s Board of Director’s meeting today regarding the gambling issue.

Ruth Troy noted that Jeanne Dangle will be the school district’s new representative to the Canton Woods board.  She also mentioned that Canton Woods is now on the village’s website.

Village Engineer Tim Baker noted that he would like to see the MS-4 video linked to the website.  It could be counted as part of the education program for the community.  
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.   

Tim Baker noted that the final design from QPK was received and forwarded to the NYS DOT for final approval.  
Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements. 

Tim Baker stated that district 1 of the sidewalk project is just about complete.  District 2 residents are beginning to sign off on the next leg of the project.
Citizens Comments – reopened

John Brooks, a senior citizen from Canton Woods Senior Center, presented the board with a list of 116 signatures of seniors that he represents regarding the gaming situation.  Brooks stated that they are extremely unhappy that they are not allowed to gamble at the center.  
Mayor Saraceni once again stated the legality of gambling at the center and also that he will be meeting with Assemblyman Magnarelli in hopes of changing that law.  Copies of the law were passed out for all. 

The Mayor was asked if it was true that he wanted to turn Canton Woods into a teen center.  The mayor adamantly stated that it is not his intention to turn it into a teen center.  He noted that he is an advocate of Canton Woods and at one time sat on the board.   He noted that Canton Woods is a model of inter-municipal cooperation.
After much discussion, the mayor thanked the seniors for sharing their comments and got back to the agenda. 

Discussion in regards to trash pickup in the Village. 

There was nothing new to report.
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development. 
There was nothing new to report.
Discussion/Possible Action in regards to EDR’s final design and construction for the Village Square Project. 
Trustee Stebbins noted that the DPW committee received the new proposal and would like to move forward with the project.  He also mentioned that they needed to explore the expense analysis that was proposed for the engineering and design work.  
Mayor Saraceni spoke with EDR regarding the expense issue and learned that the $29,000.00 cost estimate is strictly for phase 1 of the project. Phase 1 includes the demolition, grating, curbing and blacktop. Phase 2, with an estimated cost of $10,000.00 - $15,000.00, includes the gazebo, benches, and other aesthetic features.  
The mayor asked the DPW committee to bring back a recommendation to the August 20th board meeting.
Discussion in regards to the power on the South Shore West Trail. 
Tim Baker stated that over $1,000.00 has been collected for the power on the trail.  Currently, the DPW is collecting manually but the drop box has been built.  A sign of rules will be completed shortly.
New Business.
Discussion/Action in regards to the approval of the new position classified as Laborer II.
Tim Baker noted that per the County of Onondaga Department of Personnel, this position needed to be created for the laborers that are full time.  The position Laborer I is for DPW seasonal and part time employees.

The mayor noted that he thinks it would be an economic boom for the village to have all the graduates invited back to celebrate.  It would give the different alumni classes the option to hold their reunions on Paper Mill Island with no rental fee on a designated date.  After much discussion, the board decided to designate the first full weekend in August as “Alumni Weekend”.
