Citizen’s Comments.

Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Shimer stated that she counted the number of A-frame signs within the downtown area. She noted that there are a number of A-frame signs on East Genesee Street, Oswego Street North, Oswego Street South and on West Genesee Street.  She handed out copies of the Village Code which address A-frames. It was noted that all of the A-frames seem to be in compliance, therefore the Village Board has to either change the local law or accept the code as it is written.
Ron Carr stated that A-frame signs are considered temporary signs and there are some restrictions that could be enforced. In that codes section it states that temporary signs should be located only in front of the business and be out for 30 days. He noted that someone could put a sign out for 30 days and bring it in a day and then put it out another 30 days or a person could take a sign in or out every night.
The Village Board stated that they don’t fault the businesses using A-Frames to attract customers, but maybe they should address the code in regards to the maintenance of the signs. It was noted that these A-frame signs are an economical way of advertising for small businesses.  Mayor Saraceni suggests getting input from ARB and other municipalities.   

Mayor’s Comments are as follows:
· Requested that a discussion/possible action in regards to a contract with CGI Communications related to video production for the Village’s website be added to the agenda under new business. 
· Complimented the Rotary Club for a successful Seneca River Days event even with the Duck Race being rescheduled for the next day, because of the weather. 
Department Heads.

Ruth Troy thanked the Messenger for the nice article about Canton Woods Senior Center. She noted that she attended both the Town of Van Buren’s and the Town of Lysander’s Board Meetings.
Michael Lefancheck stated that the events that were held over the July 4th Holiday went very well. He noted that it was a coordinated cooperation between the Police Department, DPW, and the promoter that makes a successful event.   He mentioned that the Police Department had received a letter from Geoffrey Morton, Principal for Ray Middle School. 
The letter thanked the Police Department for assistance when needed until the Sheriff’s Department arrives, since the Ray Middle School is out of the Village. 
Trustee Clarke stated that he has noticed the officers on bike patrol around the Village in the Candlewick Development and feels their presence is more noticeable. 
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.   

There was nothing new to report.

Mayor Saraceni stated that he visited some of the boaters that were tied to the wall and they were very pleased with the electric hook ups. Some of the boaters said that the Village should charge more than $5.00 a day.

Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements. 

Tim Baker stated that the contractor is moving along with the current project. He noted that he completed the survey for the second phase, which has 32,000 sq. ft of sidewalk. He also noted that the specs are completed and he has met with 20 of the 132 property owners that are in the second phase. 
Discussion/Action in regards to setting a bid date of August 6, 2009, at 1:00 p.m. to receive bids for the second phase of the Sidewalk Replacement Project.

Discussion in regards to trash pickup in the Village. 

Trustee Weaver stated that the committee is still having discussions and does not have anything new to report. 
Trustee Wilder noted that one of the issues is having the trash haulers pick up trash on same days of the week. He mentioned that the Village sent out bids for having one trash hauler pickup the trash in the Village and there was an outcry from a group of residents against that format.  He noted that he is not sure he would like to see the Village go though that again, and he would like to do some research to see if there is another way to address the problems.                                             
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development. 
Mayor Saraceni stated that he did not have anything new to report at this time.  He noted that he will be contacting some municipalities who have this program and see how they have it set up.

Discussion/Possible Action in regards to EDR’s final design and construction for the Village Square Project. 
Mayor Saraceni noted that he had given the Village Board information in regards to EDR’s final design and construction for the Village Square Project and he wondered if they had a chance to review it. 

Trustee Wilder noted that the DPW Committee had not discussed it at their last meeting and he hoped it would be on the next DPW Committee’s agenda for discussion.
Mayor Saraceni stated that he would like to discuss and vote on this plan at an August Board Meeting.  He noted that the cost for this design is substantially lower than the original cost estimate.  
Discussion in regards to the power on the South Shore West Trail. 
Tim Baker noted that all 13 power pedestals are running and the Village has collected $215.00 from the boaters.  He also noted that the drop box is almost completed and they are making a sign stating the rules and regulations for the use of the power pedestals. 

New Business.
Discussion/Action in regards to the request for relief of 25% of the sewer portion of a water bill (which amounts to $596.98) for 34 East Genesee Street.

Moved by Trustee Shimer seconded by Trustee Weaver that the request for relief of 25% of the sewer portion of a water bill (which amounts to $596.98) for 34 East Genesee Street be approved. 

Trustee Stebbins noted that there was major water leak and after being investigated by the Village’s Water Department, it could not be determined where the water exited. He also noted that there are current leaks in the building that are going in the sewer system that they have not fixed yet. Since only a portion of the water leak was not accountable, the DPW Committee recommends only a 25% reduction on the sewer portion of the high bills.

He noted that he will probably do a welcome video, showing what the Village has to offer.  They also offer two other videos for the Village to present. They will receive their revenue from the local businesses doing little commercial spots promoting their business during the Village’s videos.
