Citizen’s Comments.

Cindy Clarke, 27 West Genesee Street, spoke with concern about a couple of issues she feels are important to address.  For example, there have been swastikas that have been appearing on traffic signs and walls.  She feels that there is no room for anything of this nature in our village and questions what is being done about it.  Her other concern was the status of the Styers building.  The fire was in August of 2007 and the building is still an eyesore.  She wondered if the village had any power to speed this process along.
Police Chief Lefancheck responded to Cindy Clarke’s concern regarding the swastikas and noted that the department is actively investigating this matter.  It is also happening in North Syracuse but he does not believe they are connected.  

Tim Baker noted that the village received a review of the codes and how Mr. Styers believes that his building fits into the NYS building code.  The codes department is reviewing the codes to determine if Mr. Styers is correctly identifying all of his requirements.  Beyond that, the village has not yet received any plans.  There is movement on this project but no time limit has been placed on it. 
Trustees’ Comments. 
Trustee Stebbins stated that it had been a pleasure to work with Trustees Presley and Augello and they will be missed.

Trustee Augello also thanked Trustee Presley for his guidance during her stint as a trustee.
Trustee Presley noted that it had been 20 years of very interesting village government.  He stated that it had been a pleasure serving with everyone.  
Mayor’s Comments. 
Mayor Saraceni and Trustee Stebbins presented a plaque to Trustee Presley thanking him for his 20 years of service.  During a brief recess in which refreshments were served, praising comments were given by Mayor Saraceni, past Mayors Colon, O’Hara and Dryden, former Trustee Sarah Baker, and current Trustees Weaver and Shimer regarding their time working with Trustee Presley.
Mayor Saraceni also thanked Trustee Augello for her 2 years of service on the village board.  She did a great job working with Canton Woods Senior Center during a turbulent year of personnel changes.
Mayor Saraceni commented that the three municipalities, the Village of Baldwinsville, the Town of Lysander, and the Town of Van Buren, issued a joint letter to Governor Paterson protesting the excise tax on beer.  The letter expressed sincere hope that he would reconsider that tax on an industry that is thriving in New York.  The last time an excise tax was issued an estimated 60,000 people lost their jobs.  
The Mayor also requested that a line item under new business be added to the agenda regarding an application for the 2009 Erie Canalway Event and Festival Sponsorship matching grant of $500.00.  The village was asked to apply for this grant by the Greater Baldwinsville Economic Development Agency.  This agency is partnering with the village and sponsors the carp tournament.
Department Heads.
Ruth Troy stated that she started as Senior Center Coordinator on March 23rd and all is going well.  The seniors have been very receptive and the staff has been supportive.  She is in the process of filling the director’s position, currently held by Terry Stamp.  Terry’s last day is April 23, 2009.

Chief Lefancheck thanked Robin and Rick for their time served not only on the board but also on the Public Safety committee.  

Tim Baker made mention that the Canal Corp. removed the large tree that had been stuck on the dam.  This action is greatly appreciated.  Also, the dam lights are finally repaired and working correctly and will be installed in the next few days.  
Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 

Dave Harding, a landscape architect at QPK stated that he gave Tim the instruction documents for him to proceed with the approvals of NYS DOT for funding and final arrangements with the Canal Corp for the SSET.  Harding then presented an overview of the South Shore East Trail project. 
The Mayor was excited that this trail will open up access to the 40 acre Lions Community Park.

 Discussion/Action in regards to village sidewalks.
Tim Baker stated that the contractor will start the sidewalk project May 1st.  The target area for this phase of the project is West Genesee Street from Walnut Street to West Oneida Street, West Oneida from Walnut to West Genesee, Triangle Place and Walnut Street.  He noted that he met with most of the homeowners in the target area to determine which flags need to be done and to give cost estimates.

Tim noted that he will make a recommendation regarding the next target area to be completed at the next DPW committee meeting. 
New Business.
Discussion/Action in regards to an application received for Corrected Tax Roll for the property located at 26 North Street.  A senior exemption had not been applied by the Town of Lysander to the property for the village tax bill.

Moved by Trustee Presley seconded by Trustee Weaver that a corrected 2009 – 2010 Village Tax bill, showing the senior citizen exemption, for the property at 26 North Street be sent to the homeowner.

Discussion/Action in regards to the partnering of the Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce with the village for the Blessing of the Fleet event to be held on June 20, 2009.
Jackie Coe, a director on the Chamber board, asked the village to partner with them for the June 20th event.  The Chamber is trying to make this their major fund raiser.  Added this year will be a kayak/canoe race.  Coe then requested a fee waiver for the rental fees on Paper Mill Island and a waiver of the open container law for the event.

Sharon Burke, one of the new owners of the Edgewater Grill, requested use of the public parking lot and a waiver of the open container law for an event to be held on May 31, 2009.  She is in the beginning stages of putting together a “biker night” at her location and would like to utilize a portion of the public parking lot.

Mayor Saraceni suggested that she meet with the Police Chief to discuss security and to map out where exactly in the lot she expects to set up.  Tim Baker will drop off a map of the lot to her.

Discussion/Action regarding the Carp Tournament to be held May 13 – May 16, 2009.

Tony Saraceni, a member of the Greater Baldwinsville Economic Development Agency, spoke of the 3rd annual Carp Tournament (Northeast Regional Finals) to be held May 13th through May 16th.  This event showcases the Seneca River.  He is requesting that the village partner with the agency to sponsor this event.  He is also requesting a waiver of the rental fees for Paper Mill Island for those four days and a waiver of the open container law.
Motion # 302 -

Moved by Mayor Saraceni seconded by Trustee Shimer to reserve Paper Mill Island from the 13th through the 16th of May for the Greater Baldwinsville Economic Development Agency to host a carp tourney and for a waiver of the rental fees for Paper Mill Island for those same dates, and a waiver of the open container law pending approval of the Police Chief.
