Trustee Salisbury’s comments were as follows:

· Complimented the DPW Crew for their snow removal efforts.
· Noted that the snow around the fire hydrants is now ice, he asked if the DPW Crew could break up the ice around the fire hydrants to assist the homeowners.  
Tim Baker noted that the DPW Crew has been clearing some of the hydrants that have not been cleared. 
Department Heads.

Mike Lefancheck noted people have been coming into the Police Department’s lobby and looking at their display showing the history of the department. He also noted that Mike Lockwood made a presentation at a day care facility and they have sent him a very nice thank you poster with a picture of each child dressed in police uniform. 
Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker noted that they are still trying to get the boring done on the north side of the trail. The boring is completed on the south side.  He stated that the Canal Corp has sent comments back in regards to the Marble Street property that will be part of the trail and he sent them a revised map with the property description.  
Mayor Saraceni noted that for public information, the SMTC meeting regarding Downer Street was rescheduled for February 11, 2009, at Van Buren Elementary School. He stated that the original meeting was canceled because of bad weather. 

New Business.
Discussion/Action in regards to an opportunity for grant funding with the Greater Baldwinsville Economic Development Agency for a lighting project on Marble Street.  

Elizabeth Bowers, representing the Greater Baldwinsville Economic Development Agency (GBEDA) requested a commitment of approximately $5,013.00 to complete the proposed project of installing decorative street lighting along Marble Street and the adjacent canal. GBEDA had received a $50,000.00 grant for lighting in the area of the canal and they have spent $29,753.13.  In order to do the decorative street lighting along Marble Street and the adjacent canal, GBEDA will need a commitment of approximately $5,000.00, along with the approximately $20,000.00 left of the grant funding. 
The Village Board asked how many lights would be installed.

Tim Baker stated that five lights would be installed on Marble Street and three along the canal side, with the approximate distance of 180’ between the light poles. He noted that the cost may be less than the estimated $5,000.00.
