Citizen’s Comments.

There were no comments. 
Mayor’s Comments. 
The Mayor requested that an item be added to the agenda under new business.  It would be item “E”, the discussion/action in regards to the appointment of Eric Charboneau, as a snow remover for the Canton Woods Senior Center, at a rate of $7.15/hour.  

The Mayor stated that he’d like to put a stop to a rumor that is being circulated alleging that the village board intends to change the function of and then convert the Canton Woods Senior Center to a Community Center.  That is not true.  The village is working to find a replacement for Frank Foster, the Senior Center Coordinator, who is retiring soon.  

He reminded everyone of the Baldwinsville Big Chill taking place this weekend.  The activities start Friday night and continue on through Saturday.  Three of the organizations that will benefit are the Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce, Cystic Fibrosis and the Ronald McDonald House.  

Trustees’ Comments. 

There were no comments.  
Department Heads.

Michael Lefancheck read a letter he’d received, praising Officer James Cerankowski and his excellent representation of the department, during a recent follow up investigation on a report that had been filed.  
He then mentioned that he and Lieutenant Tom LeRoy had recently attended the 21st annual Onondaga County Traffic Safety Advisory Board award luncheon, and on behalf of the department, they accepted the AAA of Western and Central New York Platinum Award.  This award is the highest given, and the village was honored as it is one of only nine municipalities in New York State to receive such a high award.  
He also showed a brochure that was made by the department as a means to provide to village residents an overview of the services provided by the police department.  This was done as a result of the meeting the mayor had with local real estate agents.  It will be mailed out along with the DPW annual newsletter over the next three months to the residents.    
Tim Baker proposed a few minor changes to the DPW annual newsletter, and he was advised to make changes where he feels it is necessary for the good of the department.  Basically, the change for the future would be that Ward 3 leaf pickup will be changed to Monday, Ward 2 would remain on Wednesday, and Ward 1 would be changed to Friday.  It was noted that this is based on an operational need, as the 3rd Ward is the largest and more time is necessary for pick up in that area.  This change would allow Monday and Tuesday, if necessary, to handle pick up of Ward 3.  Each ward description is noted in the DPW newsletter.  It was mentioned that the residents be reminded that no yard waste should be put in the road.  
Pending Business.
Discussion/Action in regards to allowing access to Meigs Road from Sun Meadows Development. 
This discussion was provided to give residents of Meigs Road a chance to speak and ask questions regarding the impact that the proposed road access would have. Bill Price showed a map and explained where they would like to see the access road.  He gave results of a traffic study done to show the impact on Meigs Road and Downer Street with the addition in the future of more houses to the subdivision.  Tim Baker also helped to explain the access road and its connection into Meigs Road and its impact on the village.  
The major concerns of the residents were noted.  They asked how they could travel safely either driving or walking, up and down the road with future added traffic, as it is not easy to do so now.  In addition to the added houses and car traffic that is planned in the subdivision, they asked what impact will the completion of the latest expansion to Syracuse Home have on the road and on the traffic in that area?  For example, consider the fact that more visitors, staff personnel, delivery vehicles and additional emergency vehicles will be in and out of there.  They wondered would sidewalks be put in along the road at some time?  Will there be additional stop signs or lights installed at either entrance?  Will the large dip in the road, which is fairly unsafe, be fixed or removed?  

It was mentioned that many of these questions hinge on the Syracuse Metropolitan Transportation Council, SMTC, and their plans for the Downer Street corridor.  It was noted that for safety reasons, the county requires two ways into and out of Meigs Road and the Sun Meadows Development.  It is required.  Whether this is approved tonight or not, something eventually has to be done to make this access road happen.  
The Mayor mentioned that there is a meeting hosted by the SMTC at 7 p.m. on Wednesday, January 28, 2009, at Van Buren Elementary school, 14 Ford Street, Baldwinsville, to discuss Downer Street corridor concerns and all were urged to attend.   
Motion #244-
Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Presley that the developer of the Sun Meadows Development be approved to allow access to Meigs Road, along with the payment to the village of a monetary amount of $65,000.00, which will go toward improvements made to Meigs Road.  
The trustees each gave their concerns.  Safety is a major concern for all.  The Mayor spoke that this is not an ideal way for a developer to plan.  He feels that this area should have been originally annexed into the village.  As for Meigs Road, there have been challenges and safety issues on that road for a long time.  It was noted that the village should work closely with any future developers as other projects are presented.  In the future, other corridors through the village may need to be established.
