REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON JUNE 4, 2009, AT 7:30 P.M.
Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Salisbury, Shimer and Weaver.

Absent -Trustee Stebbins.

Also Present-Ron Carr and Dave Jones, Attorneys for the Village; Michael Lefancheck, Police Administrator; Tim Baker, Village Engineer;  Ruth Troy, Canton Woods Coordinator; Jerry Elliott, a representative of the Public Access Channel; and Shane Kennard.  
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #93 – 

Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded Clarke by Trustee that the minutes of the meeting held May 21, 2009, be approved, with a change to the wording on page 4 under ‘Trustee Salisbury’s Comments, and that the Village Clerk dispense with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.
Shane Kennard from 25 Oswego Street stated that he had recently moved to Baldwinsville with his family and they have felt very welcome by the community.  He noted that he was a victim of the tire slashing incident and he thanked the Village Police Department for their help in solving the case. 
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Salisbury requested that an Executive Session for Labor Negotiations be added to the agenda. He also thanked the Police Department for helping him with an incident that happened this past weekend. 
Trustee Clarke stated that he attended another Intermunicipal Meeting and they discussed the proposed Verizon Agreement. At the meeting, Andy Dryden representing PAC 98 discussed their wish list of what they would like to see from Verizon. Trustee Clarke asked if the Village Board had a wish list that they get the information to him by next Tuesday, which is their next meeting. 
Mayor Saraceni stated that members of the Village Board should get together to discuss what it gets from Time Warner Cable and what it would like to see from Verizon. He noted that the Village Board might not want the same things. 
Trustee Salisbury questioned if they discussed giving free cable to Canton Woods Senior Center.

Trustee Clarke stated that issue was being discussed at the Intermunicipal Meeting. He noted that the Town of Van Buren was concerned whether or not that Verizon would have a local office, so residents could pay their bill or pick up equipment.

Trustee Salisbury noted that he attended the Canton Woods Board of Directors Meeting and they adopted their updated By-Laws for the facility. He noted that they will continue to update the By-Laws as required. He stated that Canton Woods Senior Center will be holding a Ziti Dinner on June 10th and a Strawberry Festival on June 18th.
Mayor’s Comments are as follows:
· Requested two Executive Sessions for two employee relation issues.
· Complimented Jack and Sarah Baker for their excellent job putting together the Memorial Day Parade and the Memorial Ceremony in the Riverview Cemetery.  

· Noted that he was upset with the initial sound levels from the concert held on Paper Mill Island on May 30th.  He also noted that he had received some phone calls from residents, because of the loud music. He stated that after the first hour the music was turned down. He feels that the Village needs to work on a quicker response time to get the bands playing at a reasonable sound level. 

· Spoke with Dawn Custer, President of the Rotary, and that organization has set aside $6,000.00 for a beautification project. The Rotary would like to donate a Rotary “Newburgh” Clock, which has a value of $4,000.00 and will set aside $2,000.00 for a garden around the clock.  A tentative location for the clock could be at the point in front of Cole Muffler on East Genesee Street.
Department Heads.

Ruth Troy noted that Joan Festler started Monday, and seems to be working out very well.  She thanked the DPW Crew for their help at Canton Woods. She also thanked Village Board Members for their help and support. 

Tim Baker noted that the Village Board had received a memo from Rolf Beckhusen, Baldwinsville’s Codes Enforcement Officer regarding 3-9 W. Genesee Street.  Tim Baker said that the memo stated the following:
As per Village Code section 28A, Inspections and Reports, upon my inspection on June 2, 2009, I agree with engineer John Stopen’s inspection report dated October 28, 2008, and engineer Fortunato Imbesi’s analysis dated May 26, 2009, that the north upper exterior façade wall of 3-9 W. Genesee Street is unstable and needs to be repaired or removed. The memo had copies of their reports which were attached for the Village Board’s review. 
Tim Baker noted the property owner has been notified of these issues and has not moved forward to make the said area   safe. He recommends that the Village Board move forward with section 28A-5 proceedings, asking the property owner to remove, repair, or replace the area.
Trustee Wilder questioned how long of a process this action would take to get the area safe.
Attorney Ron Carr explained the steps in the process and noted that it would take over 60 days to go through those steps.

Tim Baker noted that it would probably take one day to do the work on that portion of the wall. 

There was a discussion regarding the work that has been done on other areas of the building structure.
Motion #94 -
