Citizen’s Comments.

Sharon Burke, Edgewater Grill, was at the meeting to say that she would like to request use of village property in the parking lot area near their restaurant for the event they want to hold entitled “River Run #1”, May 31, 2009.  She explained that she has met with Tim Baker and Mike Lefancheck and knows what is required.  The Mayor stated they will discuss approval of this under new business, item ‘A’.  
Trustees’ Comments. 
Trustees Wilder and Clarke were welcomed by all.  
Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session for Labor Negotiations.
Mayor’s Comments.
The Mayor welcomed the new trustees as well.  He looks forward to working with this board since there is such a wide range of experience and talent coming from all of them.  He mentioned the 3rd Annual ACS Carp tournament that will be starting next week on Wednesday, May 13, 2009, with opening ceremonies starting at 6 p.m. on Paper Mill Island.  There will be a parade to start things off and Carmella Mantello, the NYS Canal Corporation Director, will be there with local dignitaries attending as well.  The fishing begins Thursday through Saturday morning.  There will be events on the island both nights Friday, May 15, 2009, and Saturday, May 16, 2009.  
He would like to add a proclamation to be read under new business.  
The Mayor also added that as he’d promised a few residents of Mildred Avenue, two future meetings with Rolf Beckhusen are scheduled for landlords and tenants to attend to help understand the rights and responsibilities of each.
