Mayor Saraceni thanked Dan Schmidt and told him he would contact him tomorrow afternoon in regards to the decision the Village Board makes for the Liability and Umbrella Insurance coverage, since it expires on November 25, 2009.
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Weaver requested an Executive Session for Labor Negotiation Matters. 

Trustee Clarke noted that a meeting is supposed to be held December 1, 2009, with Verizon to go over the proposed franchise agreement.   He mentioned that he received a water sample notice hanging on his door and he wanted the residents to know that it was not being done by the Village of Baldwinsville, but from a company selling water softeners.  He noted that the Village Clerk had called the company to tell them that a solicitor’s permit would be required to go door to door.  He wished the Baldwinsville Football Team good luck in the State Championships games and also the same to the Baldwinsville Volleyball Team. 
Trustee Wilder requested that a discussion regarding updates on Lock Street be added to the agenda as a returning item under pending business. 
Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni also wished the Baldwinsville Football Team and the Baldwinsville Volleyball Team good luck in their State Championships.  He noted that the Baldwinsville School District has had a great year.  He also requested an Executive Session regarding a possible land acquisition.  
Department Heads.

The Village Clerk noted that she had contacted the trash haulers and notified them that the Village changed the days of trash pick up to Mondays and Thursdays.  The trash haulers were very satisfied with the change.

Ruth Troy noted that a past member and very active participant of the Canton Woods Senior Center, Joseph Cimitile, has passed away and he will be greatly missed. 

Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.  
Tim Baker stated that he spoke to Rich Harris from the Canal Corp and he informed him that the information concerning the sale of canal property to the Village has been forwarded to the New York Department of State for preparation of sale to the Village. Mr. Harris expected the Village will receive the contract after the first of the year. After the State receives the signed document the Village should have a fully signed contract sometime in February 2010.  QPK is working on some outstanding issues with DEC and DOT. 
Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements. 
Tim Baker stated that the contractor will be finishing the sidewalk work for the season.  The contractor has completed more than the 25% of the work as was required in the contract and he will be back in the spring to complete the project.
The Village crews are doing the asphalt work and reseeding the lawns as quickly as they can before the asphalt plants close and the weather changes.
