REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON SEPTEMBER 3, 2009, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Stebbins, Salisbury, Shimer and Weaver.
Also Present-Ron Carr and Dave Jones, Attorneys for the Village; Mike Lefancheck, Police Administrator; Tim Baker, Village Engineer; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Colin Kahl, a representative of the Public Access Channel; Shane Kennard, Rev. Randy Czyz, Vicki Prouty, Bill and Mary Pientka.  
Motion #154 – 
Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Shimer that the minutes of the meeting held August 20, 2009, be approved, with corrections and that the Deputy Village Clerk dispense with the reading of said minutes. 



























CARRIED.
 Citizen’s Comments.
Reverend Randy Czyz was present to discuss the free event the Assembly of God will be having this Sunday, September 6, 2009, on Paper Mill Island.  The church is planning to honor emergency responders this year, as they had honored teachers during last year’s fest.   The Reverend discussed the fact that the church would be having a raffle for the general public and one for the emergency personnel and whether or not it was a violation of the Code of Ethics for our Village of Baldwinsville police to participate in the raffle exclusively for emergency personnel, as the potential prizes were valued at over $75.00.  The final decision was that a Village of Baldwinsville Police officer can participate in the general public raffle, as that shows no special treatment and gives the officers no greater odds of winning.  

Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Salisbury stated that he received a letter from the AFSCME/Council 66 regarding the DPW union in order to begin collective bargaining.  He’ll be in contact with them.  He requested an Executive Session in regards to labor relations negotiations with the Police Department Union.  
Trustee Stebbins invited everyone to the Golden Harvest Festival being held at Beaver Lake Nature Center September 12 and 13, 2009.  Also, he noted some erosion while walking on the new trail on Lock Street, and asked that the DPW take steps to correct it and prevent it.  Tim Baker stated that they are aware of it and that the town of Lysander is aware of it also.
Trustee Wilder noted that the monument that commemorates the Baldwin Canal is in disrepair and asked that the DPW take note and plan to reconstruct it in the future when work is done on the village square project.  
Mayor’s Comments.
The Mayor requested two Executive Sessions for two personnel matters.  
Department Heads.

The Deputy Village Clerk noted that the Onondaga County Commissioner of Personnel had sent a letter reinstating Ruth Troy as the Senior Citizen Coordinator.  
Ruth mentioned that at their last meeting the Canton Woods board met Jamie Rodems, the new representative from the school district.  The board met about the proposed senior center budget, gave it their approval and will be sending it to the two towns for review.  She also stated that the board brought up the use of the ‘Wall of Fame’ and she’s not sure how to pursue that.  The village clerk’s office will check into this for more information.  
Trustee Salisbury brought up the leaky ceiling area at the senior center, which Ruth and Tim Baker are both aware of.  They know that something must be done to fix this before inclement weather.  

Tim Baker noted plans to pave Tappan Street beginning next week. He stated that yard waste pick up has been going smoothly and will resume with the fall season schedule on Monday, September 14, 2009.  

Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.   
Tim Baker stated again that our report is in DOT and waiting for review, however no time frame has been given for an answer.  He will continue to check in with them.  
Discussion in regards to village sidewalks – repairs and improvements. 
Tim Baker noted that the contractor has completed work in district #1.  Our DPW will be starting site restoration work in this area next week.  In regards to the next district #2, Tim now has approval by over 50 % of the 138 homeowners.  He hopes to continue to get the rest of the letters from the homeowners back quickly.  (There had been 100% participation in district #1)   He is also waiting to get finalized contract documents back from the contractor.  
Discussion in regards to trash pickup in the Village. 
Trustee Wilder stated the DPW committee has reviewed the previous ‘Village of Baldwinsville Municipal Solid Waste Hauler License Application’ the village had for licensing and they had some suggestions for the board to consider. He has handed out the application to board members with proposed changes highlighted.  These are meant to bring the contract into compliance with OCCRA.  He would like feedback from board members for a resolution to change the document at the next board meeting.  At this point, the current hauler licenses have expired so he would like to get this application completed.  

There was a short discussion and it was noted that this is a first step in the process of changing the process of trash removal in the village. This proposed contract change, with specific days noted for hauling, could make things worse for a time as all haulers would be in the village on just two days of the week.  The idea of one hauler for the village is not being addressed yet.  It was noted that this can be further discussed at the DPW meeting which will be at 6 p.m. on Thursday, September 10, 2009, at village hall.  
Discussion in regards to the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.   
The Mayor mentioned again that Alliance Bank would like to work with the village on this program. He noted that this is still in the beginning stages of planning.  He shared some more information with the board and there was a short discussion on possibilities involved with the set up for the program.  He is planning to have a follow up meeting with the bank and the GBCBF (Greater Baldwinsville Community Benefit Fund) then bring the board up to date at the next meeting.  
Discussion/Possible Action in regards to EDR’s final design and construction for the village square project.  
Tim noted that plans were finalized to get out for bid in late spring for summer 2010 construction.  DPW would do site prep work as they can this fall and winter with an eye toward being ready by spring 2010.  A motion was made giving the Mayor authorization to sign the agreement. 

Motion # 155 – 
Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Stebbins that the Mayor be authorized to sign the agreement with EDR for plans for phase 1 for the village square project for an amount not to exceed $30,000.00, including meetings, expenses and reimbursables.

WHEREAS, the Village of Baldwinsville wishes to purchase property along the Seneca River for inclusion in the Village’s park system and;

WHEREAS, the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation is accepting grant applications for 2009 Environmental Protection Fund grants;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Baldwinsville Board of Trustees authorizes Mayor Joseph P. Saraceni to sign and submit forms necessary to make application for a 2009 EPF Grant for land acquisition.

The Mayor explained that this is a good fit for some of the proposed projects the village would like to do on Meadow Street and Lock Street.  It is a 50% matching grant.  This is just allowing us to apply for the grant money.
