Mayor’s Comments. 
Mayor Saraceni read aloud the statement that he spoke of at the Onondaga County Legislature Meeting in regards to the elimination of sales tax revenue to the Village.  He noted the services that are provided by Village Government. (Statement on file)  He noted that the current proposal states the County will keep 75% and give the City of Syracuse 25 % and there will be a phase out over the next 3 years for the other municipalities. 
The Village Board commended what the Mayor has done and said to support the Village’s interest in this issue.  The Village Board also asked Village residents to write a letter to the County Legislature asking them to reconsider this proposal that has been prepared. 

Trustee Wilder stated that it looks like with either plan that has been submitted the Village will lose some revenue and maybe we should start to prepare a plan.
Mayor Saraceni agreed, but noted that because the Village’s year runs from March 1, 2010, to February 28, 2010, it will have 10 months under the current agreement. 
Department Heads’ Comments.

Ruth Troy thanked Mayor Saraceni for the tree that he donated that was planted at the Canton Woods Senior Center.  She also thanked the Ray Middle School Music Department for allowing select members of their orchestra and band to come and entertain the seniors.
Michael Lefancheck noted that he forwarded an e-mail that he received commending one of the Police Officers.  The resident has observed the police officer on a couple of occasions doing a fine job and wanted the Village to be aware of it. 

Trustees’ Comments. 


Trustee Shimer requested that an Executive Session for employee relations be added to the agenda. 

Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Maysel Markham noted that a copy of the architectural report was sent to DOT for Pete Bartolotta to review and they are waiting to hear back from them. The Village is still waiting for Binghamton University to start the Phase 1B Study.      
Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 

Maysel Markham noted that the DPW Crew has completely stripped the inside of the former DPW Facility on Lock Street.  The only thing left to remove is the garage doors and the outside skin of the building, and then it will be ready to move.

Trustee Wilder noted that Plumley Engineering was working at the four areas of concern at the Lock Street site and didn’t find anything major of concern at this point. There does seem to be areas of low contamination that will have to be taken care of, but the Village was aware of those areas.  He stated that he should have more information for the next meeting and the Village Board will have to see what the next step might be from here.
