He said that earlier this evening he had addressed and thanked the women’s garden club for their hard work keeping the village beautiful.
Department Heads.
Ruth Troy mentioned that they had a very successful spring sock hop at the center and gave thanks to all involved.  The volunteer recognition luncheon is Tuesday, April 20, 2010, at 11:30 a.m. with a dedication of the new door opener being right afterward.  She said that the conference that she recently attended in Saratoga with Joan was very informative.  
Michael Lefancheck mentioned the bi-annual school biking and pedestrian safety programs that they are doing this year with the local elementary schools.  These programs promote wearing bike helmets and help students who may need to replace their helmets.
