Trustee Weaver thanked the DPW for their work with snow removal.  
Trustee Salisbury commended all department heads on their work with the budget process.  
Trustee Clarke attended his first ARB meeting Monday and he was impressed that those board members represent the village.  He’d like to see residents work on their removal of snow from sidewalks.  He still hates to see kids and elderly neighbors walking in the road.  He sees that some folks don’t even attempt to clear their walks at all after snow falls.  He mentioned last that Verizon emailed him to find out what equipment Time Warner contributed to Pac-B. They are determining if Pac-B owns the equipment or does Time Warner just let them use it.  Some residents are asking him when Verizon television will be an option. He has been telling them that Verizon is prolonging the process.  

Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni requested an Executive Session for possible land acquisition.   He also asked to add to the agenda setting a date for the next work session for the budget.  He commended DPW crews again for their hard work during the storm.  Shop owners downtown were pleased with the snow removal. He noted the many benefits of the Pac-B channel.
