Citizen’s Comments.

No one spoke.
Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Clarke stated that he was unable to attend the antique car show at Canton Woods Senior Center, but he had spoken to a friend who had attended and heard that the event was terrific. His friend said that there were about 25 cars there and he had a great time.  Trustee Clarke also stated that he had spoken to Tim Baker concerning a Village Garden some where in the Village.  He asked if the DPW Committee could discuss it and suggest a convenient and safe location for next year’s growing season.   
Trustee Wilder requested that a Discussion/Action item concerning the approval of a scope of work and cost estimate by Plumley Engineering dated August 3, 2010, be added to the agenda.

Mayor’s Comments are as follows.
·   Noted that this year’s Oktoberfest is going to be held at River Mall on Downer Street.  (This was changed back to last year’s site at Village Square after the meeting on August 19th.) The date the Oktoberfest will be held is September 17th & 18th 2010.
·  Also noted how great the antique car show was at Canton Woods Senior Center.  He mentioned that the foods served were very good. 

·   Mentioned that there has been a very active summer on Paper Mill Island which is very exciting. He noted that at the end of the season the Village will look back at any lessons that can be learned from this year’s events. He has received calls from residents which have been both for and against some activities.
·   Noted that the Village has received two applications for the 2011 alumni weekend, one from the Class of 1976 and the other from GBEDA. He stated that he would like to get the two organizations to work together for a successful event. He noted that when the alumni weekend was set up, it was not meant to be for a private event, they wanted it to be a public event.  He mentioned that it is hard for a class to get the required insurance that the Village needs to have on file.  The Village Board needs to look back and see what kind of an event they would like to have on Paper Mill Island.
Trustee Salisbury stated that there were a lot of people who enjoyed this year’s alumni weekend even though they weren’t from a significant year.  They thought it was good to see everyone that had attended in the Baldwinsville School District.  He noted that there was a lot of communication on Facebook about how great the alumni weekend was.  He mentioned that next year’s date should be on the Village’s website.

Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker stated that he heard back from New York State DOT and they have made a final request in regards to getting more information on some endangered and threatened species. He is getting that information and he will forward it to DOT.  DOT will then submit the report to the Federal Highway Administration for their review.
Mayor Saraceni stated his frustrations with the different government agencies over the process it has taken to get this project approved.  

Tim Baker stated that he will contact the Army Corp of Engineers and DEC to get an extension on the permits they granted the Village. 

Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Mark Wilder stated that the Village Board had received a copy of the proposal from Plumley Engineering for preliminary scope of work and cost estimate dated August 3, 2010. He noted that they will perform soil borings at approximately 200 feet spacing along the length of the canal in the approximate center of the former canal. There will be approximately 10 borings total that will be performed and selected soil samples from 5 borings will be submitted for laboratory analysis for a broad range of potential chemical contaminates. The cost estimate is $11,400.00 with a $2,000.00 contingency.   He feels the Village should move forward with this proposal.

The Village Clerk stated that two are Tier 1 members, and if they retire, the Village will not have any more Tier 1 members and only one Tier 2 member, the remaining employees are Tier 3 and Tier 4 Members.
