II. That in accord with the Onondaga County Planning recommendations: The existing driveway on East Genesee Street is to be closed with site access from only Spruce Street.

III. Obtaining final site plan approval from the Village of Baldwinsville Planning Board pursuant to Section 72-28 of the Code of the Village of Baldwinsville.

IV. This Special Permit shall automatically terminate without the necessity of further notice being given unless such Site Plan approval is applied for and obtained by the applicant no later than 365 days from the date of this resolution
