Citizen’s Comments

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Weaver commended the new foreman Dennis LaQuay and the DPW on the snow removal during the past couple of weeks.
Trustee Shimer requested that an executive session be added to the agenda for personnel issues.

Trustee Salisbury noted that tonight was Village Attorney Ron Carr’s last board meeting. Ron will be retiring at the end of the year.  Salisbury wished him well.
Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni read a letter from a concerned citizen about the “lack of snow removal”.  He asked the residents for some patience.  He commended the DPW for a job well done during the heavy snowfall and equipment breakdowns of the last couple of weeks.  The mayor stated that the DPW has to be selective on when to send the plows out.  The village is trying to cut on overtime wages since the county decreased the village’s sales tax revenue in half.
Mayor Saraceni recognized Village Attorney Ron Carr for his many years of service.  He stated that Ron has been a tremendous resource for the village.

Department Heads

Attorney Dave Jones congratulated Ron Carr on his retirement and thanked him for all his help in the transition.  Jones stated that Carr was his mentor and portrayed him as an individual with class, honor, dignity, and humility.  Jones noted that it had been an honor to have worked with Carr.
Maureen Butler, Village Clerk, presented Ron Carr with a small token of appreciation from the clerk’s office.

Tim Baker, Village Engineer, introduced Dennis LaQuay, DPW foreman, and Ron Dean, contingent - permanent Codes officer, to the village board.  Dean spoke of various past procedures and also of his ideas to update these procedures, including permit applications.  He also spoke of his enforcement of codes at the building located at 1,3,5,and 9 West Genesee Street.  The new owners are happy to follow his recommendations.
Chief Lefancheck updated the board that his department was selected to participate in a grant program through the Syracuse area crime analysis center.  The police department will be receiving a large screen television that will have crime analysis data coming over the screen on a regular basis.  It will be an excellent resource.

Tim Baker stated that he received correspondence from the NYS Department of Transportation stating that because of the no effect determinations upon cultural resources and the no effect upon threatened and endangered species, the Village of Baldwinsville may grant design approval.

Trustee Wilder distributed documents for the board’s review outlining ideas from the DPW committee on how to develop a RFP (Request For Proposal).  Wilder is asking for feedback from the board to present to the next DPW committee meeting.
New Business

· Public Hearing date set – Tentative budget for 2011 - 2012
Motion #215
Moved by Trustee Wilder seconded by Trustee Salisbury that a budget work session be held on Monday, January 3, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. and that a Public Hearing be scheduled for Thursday, January 6, 2011, at 7:15 p.m., regarding the tentative budget for the March 1, 2011 – February 29, 2012 fiscal year.  Both will be held at Village Hall, 16 West Genesee Street.

· Village Infrastructure Improvement Program with Onondaga County
Mayor Saraceni noted that he will be receiving the Village Infrastructure Improvement Program agreement with the proposed changes from the Onondaga County Association of Mayors along with an application for the program.  It still involves an infrastructure related payout to the village in the amount of approximately $540,000.00.The payments will be distributed in two payments, one in January, the other in June.  The application is to be filled out by the DPW and needs to be done on a yearly basis.  It is a ten year inter-municipal agreement that must be used strictly for infrastructure improvements or maintenance only.   At the end of each year the village must show exactly what the money was used for.  When the agreement is received the village clerk will do a phone poll to get authorization for the mayor to sign the agreement.  (see last page for poll results)
· Bond Resolution for $344,000.00 – Waterfront Development
Motion #216
Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Weaver that a Bond Resolution is adopted authorizing the issuance of $344,000.00 of bonds to finance phase 1 of the Waterfront Development Capital Improvement Project.

Mayor Saraceni summarized the Waterfront Development Capital Improvement Project, including the relocation of the salt storage building to Rt. 370, purchase of property on Meadow Street, site investigation of the Lock Street property (former DPW building), Village Square, development of the Marble Street dock project, and possible land acquisitions in the village.  The village will be utilizing about $477,000.00 of funds already set aside in addition to the $344,000.00 five year SIB (Statutory Installment Bond). 

· Multi-municipal GIS
Mayor Saraceni noted that at the earlier work session Barton & Loguidice, P.C., an engineering firm, presented the board with a proposal for assisting the Town of Lysander, Town of Van Buren and the Village of Baldwinsville with the grant funding application for a joint Geographic Information Systems (GIS).  The Towns of Lysander and Van Buren and the village are proposing to join forces for developing a centralized GIS to store and manage records that are currently managed within each municipality. A lump sum fee structure has been set up for each municipality.
