Trustees’ Comments
All of the Trustees congratulated the two retiring Communications officers, Sue Ellis and Claudette Roller.
Trustee Shimer requested that an executive session be added to the agenda for a personnel issue and that action will be taken.  She also made an addition to New Business regarding the acceptance of a letter of retirement for Police Officer Pat Holtman.
Trustee Salisbury requested an addition to New Business regarding the hours of the clerk’s office.

Trustee Clarke noted that he had been at the Meals on Wheels Christmas party and how blessed Baldwinsville is to have such compassionate and giving people living here.

Trustee Wilder spoke of his attendance at the 5th Annual Children’s Holiday party, sponsored by Strategic Environmental, a Baldwinsville based company.  There had been a nice turnout with proceeds benefitting the Baldwinsville Christmas Bureau.  The Christmas Bureau is still accepting gifts for the children and one can drop them off at Strategic Environmental on Water Street. 
Trustee Salisbury added on how many wonderful organizations and volunteers there are in Baldwinsville.  It shows what a great community that Baldwinsville is.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni added to New Business – discussion/action to award the bid for the Village Square project.
