REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON FEBRUARY 4, 2010, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Stebbins, Salisbury, Shimer and Weaver.

Also Present-Village Attorney Dave Jones; Police Administrator Michael Lefancheck; Timothy Baker, Village Engineer; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Joe Loffredo, a representative of the Public Access Channel; Gary McGinnis, and Shane Kennard. 
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #247– 

Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Weaver that the minutes of the meeting held January 21, 2010, be approved and that the Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes. 











CARRIED.

Citizen’s Comments.
Gary McGinnis of 21 Curtis Avenue questioned where the Village stands with the Franchise Agreement with Verizon.  He stated that he felt that the issue of funding PAC-B TV should be a separate issue and should not be tied in with the Franchise Agreement.   
Trustee Clarke stated that funding for PAC-B TV is tied to the Time Warner Franchise Agreement and it would not be fair to hold Time Warner to their agreement if Verizon was to be negotiated for anything less.  He noted that the Towns and the Village feel that PAC-B TV is very essential to the community and that it should be funded by the Franchise Agreements.
Gary McGinnis stated that he was also concerned with children and residents walking in the street on Curtis Avenue because of the lack of sidewalks.
Trustee Stebbins noted that the Village had obtained funding from Community Development to do sidewalks on Curtis Avenue a few years ago and the residents came to a board meeting and said they did not want them, so the Village did not put them in. 

Gary McGinnis stated that there are a lot of new residents now and maybe the issue could be re-addressed. 

Mayor Saraceni noted that he would not have a problem looking into the sidewalk issue again. He requested that Gary McGinnis speak to his neighbors regarding the installation of sidewalks and see what the consensus is and report it back to the Village Board.
Trustee Stebbins suggested that Gary McGinnis contact Verizon and ask them to move forward with the Franchise Agreement.  Verizon might respond quicker if they hear from a customer rather than a government agency.  
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Shimer requested an Executive Session for labor negotiations.

Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session for a personnel matter.
Trustee Clarke questioned if there was an interest in changing the terms of elected officials from 2 years to 4 years.  The Village Board stated that they thought it was worth looking into, since it takes 2 years to get familiar with the job, and then they need to run again for another term.   
Mayor Saraceni suggested adding that issue to the agenda for the next meeting under Pending Business. The Village Clerk was asked to research the issue and see what would need to be done to make the change. 
Mayor’s Comments are as follows.

· Requested a Discussion/Action in regards to adding a Motion to the January 7, 2010, meeting minutes under New Business.  

· Noted that he attended the Central New York Mayor’s Assoc. Meeting regarding the sales tax issue. It was noted at the meeting that Onondaga County receives $276,679,702.54 in sales tax and the breakdown for the different government agencies is that the County keeps 46%, City of Syracuse receives 22.3%, the towns receive 22.67%, the total of all 13 villages in Onondaga County receive 2.92%, and the school districts  receive 5.85%.  He noted that any adjustments in the way the sales tax is distributed will have a significant impact on the Villages’ budget and tax rates.  
· Noted that the Big Chill was a great success and felt that they profited approximately $20,000.00. 

Department Heads.
Ruth Troy thanked McHarrie Towne residents for inviting her for lunch yesterday as it gave her an opportunity to speak to them.  She noted that the Canton Woods Senior Center group was having a meatloaf dinner on February 25, 2010, at 5:00 p.m.  If anyone is interested in going they should just call the Canton Woods Senior Center. 
Trustee Salisbury noted that the parking lot at Canton Woods Senior Center needs some repair work.

Tim Baker stated that he would look into it.

Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.
Tim Baker stated that the architects from Binghamton University would be on site tomorrow to do their work.    
Discussion in regards to the property located at 1/3/5/7/9 West Genesee Street. 
Tim Baker noted that barricades were taken down and the sidewalks were opened for residents to use. 
Discussion in regards to the Baldwinsville Community Development Corporation.
Mayor Saraceni noted that he had given out resumes for the majority of the candidates for the board members for the Baldwinsville Community Development Corporation. He suggested the following candidates, Rosemary Bucci, Carol Delia, Edward McManus, Joseph Saraceni, Donald Colon, and Rhonda Raper.  He stated that he would like to ask the Village Board for their approval of the candidates, so the Village can move forward with the Intermediary Relending Program (IRP) application.

Trustee Wilder noted that it was discussed that a meeting be set up with an engineer to prepare a Phase 2 Environmental Assessment, which would be set up during a DPW Committee Meeting. He also noted that he hoped to have the survey map back with the recommended changes made on it for the next DPW Committee Meeting. 
Discussion/Action in regards to giving the Mayor authorization to sign the 2010 Canton Woods Senior Center Agreement between the Village of Baldwinsville, the Town of Van Buren and the Town of Lysander.
Mayor Saraceni read the new language proposed by the Towns that would be added to the contract.  The new language requested that the Village add a new line item to their budget, where the funds that were not spent would be carried over to the following year. In order for those funds to be used there would have to be an approval by the three municipal representatives on the Canton Woods Senior Center Board.
