REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON JULY 1, 2010, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Deputy Mayor Stebbins, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Shimer, and Weaver.

Absent – Mayor Saraceni and Trustee Salisbury.
Also Present- Village Attorney’s Ron Carr and David Jones; Police Lieutenant Thomas LeRoy,  Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Colin Kahl, a representative from the Public Access Channel; Kim Dryden from the Messenger, and Shane Kennard.
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Deputy Mayor Stebbins noted that the Mayor was out of town and this is the first meeting he has missed in the 10 years he has been on the Village Board. He also noted that the Mayor did call him today, so he was thinking of the Village.

Citizen’s Comments.

Shane Kennard noted that a new business opened at 6 Canton Street. The owner decided to move his business to Baldwinsville because the Village has FIOS.  The business creates software for storage facilities. Shane thanked the Village Board on behalf of the Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce for working with Verizon to have FIOS available to the community. 
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Wilder noted that he has been working on getting information in regards to the Barge Canal. He thanked Julia Schult from the Baldwinsville Library and the Village Clerk for taking several hours from their day to gather the information pertaining to the Barge Canal. He noted that he would prepare a time line of things that took place filling in the barge canal and would like to add this item to the DPW Committee agenda for a discussion.   Trustee Wilder also stated that he is glad to see the activity taking place across the street at 5-9 W. Genesee street. It appears that it will look very nice. 
Trustee Clarke also stated that it is good to see things moving across the street.  He noted that he had attended the 100th birthday party for Eleanor Schurman and he had a great time. 
Trustee Stebbins reminded everyone of the events that were taking place for the B’Ville Diner’s 60th Anniversary Celebration this weekend.  

Trustee Shimer noted that the Public Safety Committee meeting would be rescheduled to July 14th instead of July 21, 2010.  
Trustee Weaver wished everyone a Happy July 4th Holiday.
Mayor’s Comments.

Deputy Mayor Stebbins stated that the Mayor would want him to mention that Baldwinsville is hosting the Dinner Meeting for the Onondaga County Association of Mayors and Elected Officials this month and Village Trustees are welcome to attend.  
Department Heads.

The Village Clerk noted that the Village is getting positive remarks written on the envelopes that are submitted for marine power. 
Tim Baker noted that the envelopes are put in a locked box that is being watched by a camera and is emptied daily. 

Ruth Troy thanked Trustee Clarke for being part of the Birthday Celebration for Eleanor Schurman. 
Tom LeRoy noted that the Police Officers are doing bike patrols on the South Shore West Trail and they are hearing the same remarks that the Village Clerk is getting on the envelopes.  He stated that he wanted to thank John White from Gypsum Wholesaling for sponsoring the 10th Annual Ropes Challenge. He noted that they had 40 children participate this year. 
Deputy Mayor Stebbins stated that he has noticed the equipment is out that is flashing the speed you are traveling around the village.  He stated that he has noticed that the people adjust their speed as they drive by.

Tom LeRoy noted that shortly after the equipment is moved they follow up with enforcement.

Tim Baker stated that brush pick up will start Tuesday on the south side of the river. He noted that the Village crews are doing black top patching where the new sidewalks were recently installed. He noted that the boat launch in Mercer Park is posted for use by single axle trailers only – 18 feet or less. The boat launch in its current position cannot accommodate the larger cruisers. 
Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker stated that DOT has everything they requested and they are in the process of reviewing it.

Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Tim Baker noted that they have installed the new foundation for the new site at the current highway facility at 1963 West Genesee Street Road. He noted additional work that will be done before the structure can be relocated. 
Discussion/Action in regards to the request from Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. for a Special Use Permit for 85 East Genesee Street. 
The Village Clerk noted that the Onondaga County Planning Agency would review the referral on July 7, 2010, therefore there was nothing new to report. 

Discussion/Action in regards to designating “NO SMOKING “areas in Village Parks. 
Deputy Mayor Stebbins read the policy that the DPW Committee would like the Village to adopt, which would prohibit smoking in the fenced in areas of Mercer Park and McHarrie Park and the area of the Diane Reeves Little League Park.
