REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON JULY  15, 2010, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Stebbins, Wilder, Clarke, Salisbury, Shimer, and Weaver.

Also Present- Village Attorney’s Ron Carr and David Jones; Police Administrator Michael Lefancheck ,  Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Colin Kahl, a representative from the Public Access Channel; Kim Dryden from the Messenger, Andy Reeves, and Shane Kennard.

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #85  – 

Moved by Trustee Wilder seconded by Trustee Weaver that the minutes of the meeting held July 1, 2010, be approved with corrections and that the Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes. 












CARRIED.
Citizen’s Comments.
Andy Reeves, resident of the Town of Lysander stated that he feels that it is long overdue for the Village of Baldwinsville, Town of Van Buren, and the Town of Lysander to be looking at sharing services where it will reduce the number people that they have on their three payrolls.  He feels that by sharing services the three municipalities are reducing manpower, which would reduce salaries, and funds spent on benefits for those employees. He stated that since the Village is in the middle of the two towns and has a good reputation of working well with others; it should take the lead in starting the discussion with the two towns. 
Mayor Saraceni noted that the Village currently has shared service contracts with the school district for the fuel and salt storage.  He also noted that the Village shares DPW crews and vehicles on big projects that may come up with the Village or two towns. 
Trustee Stebbins stated that when he first came on the Village Board, he was appointed to the Consortium Committee and was very discouraged with the reception he received from the other municipalities. He noted that issue has shown improvements over the years. 
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustee Clarke stated that he had gone over to the South Shore West Trail and spoke to some of the boaters. The boaters stated that Baldwinsville was the best stop along the canal and the number one attraction was the B’Ville Diner. 
Trustee Wilder noted that the building across the street at 1/3/5/7 West Genesee Street is really take shape and you can see the new improvements. 

Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni requested an Executive Session for a personnel matter.  He wanted to thanked Shane Kennard and his parishioners for painting over the graffiti under the canal bridge, not once, but twice, since the culprits had seen they had a clean slate, and painted the graffiti again.   
He wanted the Village Clerk to add to the next meeting agenda, a discussion regarding vendor permits during events that are held within the Village of Baldwinsville. 
Department Heads.

The Village Clerk noted that she and Tim Baker met with representative from General Code Book in regards to updating the Village Code and preparing it for an electronic format.   She noted that the Village could have General Code prepare a draft code book with recommended changes and the Village would hold a public hearing and choose to adopt the revised code book as a whole. They could also choose to pull a revised code change that could possibly have public concern and hold a separate public hearing. 
Mayor Saraceni questioned the status of the revised Local Laws that were recommended by former Trustee David Mott.

Ron Carr stated that he prepared recommended changes in Local Law form a couple of years ago for the Village Board to consider.

Mayor Saraceni suggested that copies of those revised Local Law be distributed to the Village Board for their review, since it has been so long ago.  He also suggested that the Village look to holding public hearings for the revised codes in September.

The Village Clerk stated that she still had the copies and she would distribute them to the Village Board. 
Ron Carr and Tim Baker noted that the Village would not have to hold separate public hearings if the Village Board chooses to adopt the Village Code Book as a whole. 

Ruth Troy thanked the Village’s DPW crew for taking care of their building and grounds. She noted that on August 9th from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. they will be holding their first annual car show.  There will be music present which will be sponsored by Evans Chevrolet.  There is a small entrance fee if you wish to show your car. She noted that they will be holding a wellness walk on September 25th, which starts at 9:00 a.m. She will share more information regarding the walk as it becomes available. 
Michael Lefancheck noted that there have been a couple of incidents of break in of cars and homes in the Candlewyck area and he sent a letter to every resident in that area asking them to lock their doors on their vehicles and homes at night or when they are not at home. The letters also asked for any information the residents might have on the incidents that have happened.  He noted the residents were pleased to be notified of the issues taking place in their neighborhood. 
Michael Lefancheck noted that he has attended a few Town of Lysander Board Meetings as a resident of the Town of Lysander. A resident of the Indian Springs area questioned having the Town of Lysander contract with the Village of Baldwinsville for police protection.  The Town’s Attorney came back at their last meeting and stated that he could not find any legal mechanism for the town to enter into an agreement, that it would take action by New York State Legislation.   

There was a discussion regarding the possibility of the Baldwinsville Police patrolling the area of the Town of Lysander.  Mayor Saraceni stated that if there was a large demand by residents in a certain area and the Town of Lysander was in agreement, the Village would pursue what options would be available.  

Ron Carr mentioned that the legislation that is put in place for the fire districts might be the same as forming a district for police districts. It is something he could research if the Village Board wanted him to look into it in the future. 

Trustee Salisbury asked Tim Baker how the Village was doing with the honor system in regards to collecting the funds from the boaters.

Tim Baker stated that he feels we are collecting from 75% of the boats based on the number of envelopes that are being put in the dispenser.  He is very confident that the Village is receiving the amount of funds to cover the cost of electricity.  The water hookups are ready for the boaters. 
Pending Business.

Trustee Stebbins questioned the time that the pouring of alcoholic beverages is stopped.

Michael Lefancheck noted that usually the pouring of alcohol beverage is stopped a half-hour before the events ends, for example, if the event ends at 11:00 p.m. the pouring stops at 10:30 p.m. 

The Village Clerk stated that the Paper Mill Island Rental Contract states events on Sunday through Thursday must end at 10:00 p.m.

Dan Mastronardi stated that this is a national act that is coming and he felt that it would be difficult to end at 10:00 p.m. if they got a late start. 

Michael Lefancheck stated that he sat in on a meeting with the times were set for the contracts. He noted that the committee at that time felt that having a concert on a work night until 11:00 p.m. was too much to ask the residents in the area of Paper Mill Island. 

 Dan Mastronardi requested that he be allowed to keep his stage set up from the Sunday concert until this Tuesday night concert.

The Village Board stated that they did not have a problem with that issue as long as no one was using Paper Mill Island and Mr. Mastronardi provide his own security to stay on site during that time. 

Trustee Weaver stated that the Village Board has had previous discussions setting these times for concerts to end, so they are considerate of the residents. She noted that this is the first summer that the Village Board has not had someone to come to a board meeting complaining on the noise levels. 
Mayor Saraceni stated that he does not have an objection to waiving the time to 11:00 p.m. for this Tuesday Night concert, as summer season is short enough and he is willing to waive the time to see what happens.

Michael Lefancheck noted that it is nice the Village is bringing in national acts, but the Village Board must realize these acts bring in people from well outside our area. These people outside our area tend to behave a little different than the Village is use to seeing.
Trustee Salisbury stated that he is more concerned with the noise levels than the ending time of the concert.

Dan Mastronardi stated that is will be very difficult to stay within the noise levels allowed by the Village. 

Mayor Saraceni stated that the noise levels must be kept at the levels the Village has set.

The Village Board discussed the issue of installation of lighting for the crossing on the bridge by the entrance of Paper Mill Island.  It was noted that MSK Corp. provided its own portable lighting, but other promoters have not provided sufficient lighting and the Police Department provided flairs to the deputies for their safety and for the public’s safety. Mike Lefancheck noted that he feels the contract need to be modified to include that the promoters provide lighting or that the Village install something permanent and increase the rental fee for Paper Mill Island to cover the cost of the electric.
Mayor Saraceni stated that Tim Baker is looking into installing a 40 foot pole with a spot light that could be turned on for an event.  The Village needs to look at the rental fees of Paper Mill Island, and the Village could increase the rates to cover any cost related to installing the lighting.  He feels that it must cost MSK Corp. a lot to bring in the generated lights for every concert. 
Tim Baker noted that the Village will be doing some upgrading to electrical work in the area on Marble Street, therefore this item could be added to the list of items to do in that area. He noted that this would not be done immediately; therefore in the meantime he suggested that the contract be modified.
Mayor Saraceni stated that he would speak to Mike Chemotti in regards to letting the other promoters use the generated lighting unit that he leaves for his concerts. 
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker noted that DOT has not had a chance to review the report that was sent to them. They hope to review it soon and then send it to the Federal Highway Agency for their review. 

Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Trustee Wilder stated the Village should receive word that DEC will close the file on the spill at the former DPW Facility on Lock Street.  He feels with that issue clear, the Village could move forward with the possibility of putting the property up for sale to be redeveloped. He stated that he has done some research on Village owned property between the former highway facility and further down Lock Street, since the Village had concerns in regards to having a Phase 2 study on that site.   He feels that from what he has found, that area was filled with dirt from 1958-1959. He noted that he discussed with the DPW committee to have Plumley Engineering to prepare a scope of work for a Phase 2 report.
Discussion/Action in regards to the request from Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. for a Special Use Permit for 85 East Genesee Street.
