REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON JUNE 17, 2010, AT 7:30 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Wilder, Clarke, Stebbins, Salisbury, Shimer, and Weaver.
Also Present- Village Attorney’s Ron Carr and David Jones; Police Administrator Michael Lefancheck; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Maysel Markham, DPW; Colin Kahl, a representative from the Public Access Channel; and Kim Dryden, a representative from the Messenger.
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion # 68 – 

Moved by Trustee Clarke seconded by Trustee Shimer that the minutes of the meeting held June 3, 2010, be approved with corrections and that the Deputy Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.
There were no comments.

Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Shimer mentioned that “Sissy’s”, a new business, had opened over the past weekend in the old Messenger building at 9-11 East Genesee Street.  
Mayor’s Comments.
The Mayor explained that a letter and some memorabilia were received this week from Gregory Buckley, the City Manager of Two Rivers, Wisconsin, the city where that area’s recent “CARP Fest” was held.  Mr. Buckley explained how Two Rivers had just held their first carp tourney and “in the spirit of cooperation-and maybe a little friendly competition-between our carp-loving communities” he issued a direct challenge to Baldwinsville and the Carp Tournament committee for next year.  Mayor Saraceni will respond back to him that our village will accept the challenge.  
He’d also like to talk about the problem of trash in the village streets, on the bridge, in our parks and on the trails.  He read a letter to the editor that had been in the paper that morning that mentioned how we should all set good examples by picking up after ourselves and not littering our community.  He’d recently spoken with the owner of the old Eckerd building who was concerned about the trash being left on the new trail behind his building.  Our DPW does pick up trash in the village, but all residents can also make an effort to make better use of the available trash cans around the village. The Mayor said Baldwinsville is a place for residents to be proud of-a beautiful place.  His wife recently returned from Seattle where she asked a resident there how things were kept so clean.  She found out that it is thanks to outrageous fines given to those that litter.  He’d like to ask that our police make an extra effort to issue tickets to show that our village is serious about littering.  He asked the Chief to ask his department to stay on top of those who litter as soon as they see something happening.  He’ll plan to check with the Chief at the end of the summer to see how things go and to find out how we’ve done as a community.  
The Mayor then requested that an Executive Session in regards to possible property acquisition and an Executive Session in regards to a personnel matter, be added to the agenda under new business.   

Department Heads.
Ruth Troy noted that the senior center would like to wish a Happy 100th birthday to Eleanor Schurman on July 1, 2010.  
Michael Lefancheck stated that he will be giving an annual update on the School Resource Officer program to the Baldwinsville school board on Monday, June 21, 2010, at 7 p.m. 
He also mentioned that on Friday, June 25, 2010, the department will be offering their ROPES Challenge (on the high ropes course), sponsored by Gypsum.  It is open to youth 13-17 years of age.  
Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.
Maysel Markham stated that the report from Binghamton University was sent out to SHPO and an Indian organization.  This should be the last requirement they need to do before they can start construction.
Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Trustee Wilder said that Tim Baker has sent a copy of the report and a letter to the DEC to ask for the spill site to be closed.  
Discussion/Action in regards to the request from Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. for a Special Use Permit for 85 East Genesee Street.
Mayor Saraceni stated that there is nothing new to report.  The county doesn’t meet again until the beginning of July.  
Discussion/Action in regards to designating “NO SMOKING” areas in Village parks. 
Trustee Stebbins noted that he’d given board members some samples of this type of signage currently in the county parks.  The village is looking for voluntary compliance from people attending the parks.  They’d like to recommend that there is no smoking inside the fenced in areas at both Mercer and McHarrie Parks. He will come to the next board meeting with ideas for exact wording of the signs.
