REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON JUNE 3, 2010, AT 7:34 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Clarke, Wilder, Salisbury, Shimer, Stebbins and Weaver.
Also Present- Village Attorney’s Ron Carr and David Jones; Police Administrator Michael Lefancheck; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Timothy Baker, Village Engineer; Colin Kahl, representative from the Public Access Channel; Mr. Patel and Mr. and Mrs. Robert Berry.
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion # 59 – 

Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Weaver that the minutes of the meeting held May 20, 2010, be approved and that the Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes. 












CARRIED.
Citizen’s Comments.
No comments.

Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Weaver noted that the Blessing of the Fleet Weekend would be taking place on June 11 & 12, 2010 at 2:30 p.m. and a clambake will follow at 4:00 p.m.  She mentioned that they were also going to have a Blessing of Pets with a parade of pets on June 11th from 5:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. The annual children’s fishing derby will take place on June 12th at Mercer Park with the first 75 children participating receiving a free fishing pole.     
Trustee Shimer stated that she hoped to see everyone at the Blessing of the Fleet Event.

Trustee Salisbury stated that he attended the Canton Woods Senior Center Board Meeting today.  The bank accounts were divided into restricted and non-restricted accounts.  A new account will be set up for gifts and memorials that are received.  Transfers will be made from the gifts and memorials account into the two operating accounts as required. 
Trustee Stebbins requested that an item regarding a no smoking policy in portions of Mercer and McHarrie Parks be added to the agenda for a discussion. 
Trustee Clarke stated that the Village Clerk had received an e-mail today stating that the Public Service Commission had approved the Verizon Television Franchise Agreement. The PSC felt that the comments from Time Warner didn’t warrant the disapproval of Verizon’s agreement. He noted that he heard great comments regarding the Memorial Day Parade.
Mayor’s Comments are as follows.
· Requested an Executive Session in regards to a possible sale of property.

· Noted that the Memorial Day Parade was a great parade and that everyone should make an attempt to attend the ceremony afterward in St. Mary’s Cemetery and Riverview Cemetery.

· Noted that the Blessing of the Fleet Event is a fun event and hopes everyone can attend.  

Department Heads.
Ruth Troy noted that during the summer months Canton Woods Senior Center will be opened on Monday nights from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. for open recreation. She also noted that the Onondaga County Sheriff’s Dept. will be holding a “Project for Life Saver” program on June 14, 2010, at 4:30 p.m.  This is a program for locating missing people with dementia. They also will be holding a “Dancing Under the Stars” event on June 21, 2010, from 7:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.

Trustee Salisbury stated that the seniors are taking a serious stand on doing events to raise funds for Canton Woods Senior Center Recreational events. 

Michael Lefancheck stated that the Police Department held their Grand Rodeo at the Assembly of God Church parking lot on Elizabeth Street on May 22, 2010. There were three winners, two from McNamara School and one from Elden and they all received a new bike from the Optimist Club that was purchased from Target.   During this event the department gave away 100 helmets to those children who didn’t have one or had outgrown the old one.  He noted that the police department had to coordinate the parade route and shut off streets that would be affected by the parade. He noted that they had help from the Police Explorer Post, Onondaga County Auxiliary Police, Fire Police, as well their own Police Department throughout the parade route. 
Tim Baker noted that the summer brush pick up schedule starts Monday, June 7, 2010. Brush will be picked up on the first and third full weeks of the Months of June, July and August.  He noted that there is an ARB Meeting June 7th and the building across the street is on the agenda. It was noted that the owners of the building have been working with Onondaga County Community Development in obtaining a grant to do the work.

Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.
Tim Baker stated that he has spoken to Binghamton University and they are finalizing their report today and tomorrow and the reviewing archeologist will be out of town until Monday. The Village should be receiving a copy of the report middle of next week.  Once the Village reviews the report it will be sent to SHPO. He stated that he knows their recommendation was for no further work being needed.  
Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Trustee Wilder noted that he picked up a copy of the Phase 2 report from Plumley Engineering’s Office and he has reviewed the report with the DPW Committee. There are three recommendations in the report. The first recommendation is to send a copy of the report to DEC and ask for the spill site to be closed and no further action needs to be taken.  The second and third recommendation is for any potential developer might have if he were to build out the property.  He would like to make the recommendation that a letter be sent with a copy of the report to DEC asking them to close out the spill site. He also suggested that the village received the Phase 2 report as a final report and put it in the files.
Motion #60 -
Moved by Trustee Wilder seconded by Trustee Stebbins that the Phase 2 report prepared by Plumley Engineering be declared final and a copy be sent to DEC with a letter asking for the spill site to be closed and that no further action needs to be taken.












CARRIED.

It was noted that the old DPW facility on Lock Street would be taken down and moved to the site of the current facility and used as a salt shed by September 2010. 

Mayor Saraceni stated that he would have some numbers available for bonding to be discussed at the next Village Board Meeting. He would like to bond for waterfront revitalization projects such as the removal of the old DPW Facility on Lock Street, construction of the salt storage shed, additional monies for the redevelopment of the former Harrington Fire Station Property, and the $40,000.00 for the property the village is purchasing along Meadow Street from the State.

Trustee Wilder stated that the village might want to put funding in place to repair the holes and cracks in the concrete slab flooring once the old DPW Facility is taken down.

Discussion/Action in regards to the request from Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. for a Special Use Permit for 85 East Genesee Street.
Mayor Saraceni stated that the Village Board received a recommendation from the Planning Board in regards to the request from Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. for a Special Use Permit for 85 East Genesee Street. The recommendation from the Planning Board stated as follows: “The Planning Board determined that after the preliminary review of the concept design of the project, Sonbyrne Sales meets the basic requirements for a special use permit in the Village of Baldwinsville, with the exception of area of concern, 72-27 B& curb cuts, northeast driveway on Spruce Street.”
Mayor Saraceni stated that he knew there were residents present tonight, but since this was the beginning of long process, he didn’t know if he could answer their questions. He noted that there will be a series of events that will take place before this project can move forward. Mayor Saraceni stated that the next step would be referring this request to the Onondaga County Planning Agency since it is located on a state highway and then a Public Hearing would be scheduled.

Mr. Patel asked if a gas station would be built at this site and how many parking spaces were going to be allotted for the liquor store he owns.

Mayor Saraceni stated that their concept design of the project includes gas pumps. He noted that the parking issue would be something that would be discussed when the Planning Board reviews the site plan. 

The Village Board recommended that Mr. Patel and Mr. and Mrs. Robert Berry contact the Village Clerk to check when Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. comes before the Planning Board for Site Plan Review. 
Motion #61 -
Moved by Trustee Clarke seconded by Trustee Stebbins that the request from Sonbyrne Sales, Inc. for a Special Use Permit for 85 East Genesee Street be referred to Onondaga County Planning for their comments.

Discussion/Action in regards to the Village offering dual insurance plans for the Village Employees to choose from for health care. 
Mayor Saraceni stated that he spoke to Brown and Brown, the Village’s health insurance agency and they stated that the Village of Baldwinsville can offer dual insurance plans. Therefore he has set up a meeting with the Village Employees and Brown and Brown for June 29, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. to review the other proposed health plan. If the employee decides to change, their application would have to be in by July 15th and coverage would start August 1st.
Discussion in regards to designating no smoking areas in Village Parks. 
Trustee Stebbins noted that the Village of Baldwinsville is one of the last municipalities, within Onondaga County that has yet to adopt any sort of defined policy of tobacco use in its parks, specifically its play areas.  The Village could adopt a policy where they could designate an area for smoking or designate areas where smoking is not allowed.     He asked the Village Board and the residents to think about this issue and suggested areas within the parks where no smoking would be allowed. Onondaga County would provide the signs. 
Mayor Saraceni asked the Village Clerk to add this item to the agenda under Pending until a decision is made on the issue. He suggested that if anyone has any comments to send them to the Village.
