REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON MARCH 18, 2010, AT 7:32 P.M.

Present – Mayor Saraceni, Trustees Clarke, Stebbins, Wilder, Salisbury, Shimer and Weaver.

Also Present- Village Attorney’s Ron Carr and David Jones; Police Administrator Michael Lefancheck; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Timothy Baker, Village Engineer;  Jerry Elliott, the representative for the Public Access Channel; Erin Wisneski from the Messenger, Shane Kennard, Mike Chemotti and Ed Barlow. 

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #282 – 

Moved by Trustee Salisbury seconded by Trustee Stebbins that the minutes of the meeting held March 4, 2010, be approved and that the Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.

Shane Kennard of 25 Oswego Street noted that the Chamber of Commerce is sponsoring an Earth Day Clean Up the Saturday prior to Earth Day on April 17, 2010, from 8:00 a.m. to Noon. There will be free breakfast in the parking lot of the Chamber Office to kick off Earth Day.  There will be two main projects planned: first project being to pick up trash in the central business district and Chamber Island and the second being to paid the graffiti on the walkway underneath HWY 48. 
Ed Barlow questioned the Village only budgeting $2,500.00 for travel expenses and restricting it to Village Residents.  He feels that it is setting an example of segregating the residents by being Village People, Town of Van Buren People and Town of Lysander People. 
Trustee Salisbury explained how the residents help fund Canton Woods Senior Center through their town taxes and by the Village contributing more funding, Village residents would be double taxed.  He explained the process the Village took to try to help Village residents that needed help to go on some day trips. 
Mayor Saraceni noted that it was not easy to cut the travel budget from $9,000.00 to $2,500.00, but he could not in good faith fund a budget line when non-Village residents were getting the advantage of the funding the Village was giving to Canton Woods Senior Center.    He noted that he will continue to look for ways to distribute the funds in a different way, but he does not see it now. 
Trustees’ Comments.

Trustees Weaver and Shimer congratulated the newly re-elected Village Trustees and said that they are looking forward to continuing working with them. 
Trustee Salisbury requested an Executive Session in the middle of the meeting for Labor Negotiations. 
Trustee Clarke requested that a discussion regarding setting a Public Hearing to hear comments concerning the Verizon Television Franchise Agreement be added to the agenda. 

Trustee Wilder apologized for missing the last couple of meetings due to his employer sending him out of town.
Mayor’s Comments were as follows.

· Noted that he made a presentation with other Village Mayor’s from throughout Onondaga County before the Onondaga County Legislature in regards to the sales tax issue.  He noted that Onondaga County is considering making significant cuts to the amount of sales tax that is distributed to villages.  The County could cut the sales tax amount as much as 40%.  The Village’s budget is funded by 25% of sales tax. He noted comments that he had made during his presentation asking the County to reconsider their position.

· Congratulated the newly re-elected Village Board Members.

· Noted that the Codes Enforcement Officer wanted him to mention to the residents that it is spring time and it is a good time to clean up after your dogs.  The Codes Office has been getting a lot of complaints.

Department Heads.

Ruth Troy stated that she appreciates the support that the seniors are giving her in regards to the funding of the day trips. She noted that she would also appreciate any help or suggestions that would help with the situation.  She mentioned that the automatic door openers were installed and are working out well.  

Michael Lefancheck noted that the Baldwinsville Police Explorer Post took part in a Defensive Tactics Training which was supervised by Police Officer Cerankowski.  They seemed to enjoy themselves. He suggested that if anyone between the ages of 14 and 21 years of age were interested in law enforcement they should contact the Police Dept. 
Mayor Saraceni requested that they move the agenda items concerning concerts on Paper Mill Island to the beginning of the meeting before they move into Executive Session. 
Discussion/Action in regards to a request from MSK Corp. for the waiver of the Open Container Law, in the parking lot behind the Diner, for the B’ville Diner 60th Anniversary Celebration, on Friday and Saturday, July 2 and July 3, 2010, from 5:00-11:00 p.m.

He noted that he could try to move the vendor tents to help block the sound levels.
There was a discussion in regards to ways of communicating with whoever is on the sound board during the concerts.  Tim Baker stated that we will find a way to communicate with the sound board operator .

Pending Business.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker noted that the Village received a copy of the Archaeology Facility Report for the Phase 1A Cultural Resource Assessment done by Binghamton University.  He noted that in the report they noted that the trail lies within a region of high prehistoric and historic archaeological sites sensitivity.  He also noted that because of this finding they recommend a Phase 1B testing be done for portions of the proposed trail. 

A Phase 1B would require 75 shoveled test pits yhat they would sift through. Binghamton University has estimated the cost to be $4,455.00. Tim Baker noted that he has not gotten any other estimates, but noted that Binghamton University was considerably lower with their Phase 1A than others that quoted the work.   Tim Baker recommends that the Village have Binghamton University prepare the Phase 1B, since they are familiar with the site and the area of the site. He feels they would be the most cost effective price the Village will find to do the work.   
Motion #289 –
Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Weaver that the Village obtains the services of Binghamton University to prepare a Phase 1B for the South Shore East Trail with the cost being $4,455.00. 
The funds would be taken from the TEA 21 Grant.

Trustee Wilder questioned the 75 shoveled test pits.

Tim Baker stated that the test pits would be taken every 45 to 49 meters along the trail area.  He noted that he did not question the number of test pits, but assumes it will take a couple of days to do the test pits and write up the reports. 
Trustee Wilder stated that he feels he would be more comfortable if he had something to compare to in regards to what they are recommending. 

Tim Baker stated that he would contact the others he received estimates from to do the Phase 1A.
Mayor Saraceni stated that motion would be tabled until the next meeting. 











MOTION TABLED.

Discussion in regards to the Baldwinsville Community Development Corporation. 
Attorney Ron Carr noted that the Mayor had signed the corporation paperwork and he will file them with the County Clerk.
Mayor Saraceni noted that Ron Carr was going to get copies of other by-laws from similar corporations, so when members of the board have their first meeting they have something to work with to prepare their by-laws.
Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
They have met with Plumley Engineering and they have prepared a proposal for professional services to prepare a Phase 2 for the Village Board to consider.  He asked the Village Board to review the proposal and if they have any comments to have them to the DPW Committee by their next meeting on Wednesday.
Discussion in regards to changing the terms of the elected Village Officials from 2 years to 4 years.  
The Village Board received a document from the Village Attorney explaining what the process would be to change the terms of the Elected Village Offices from 2 years to 4 years.  Mayor Saraceni asked the Village Board members to review the document and they would further discuss it at the next meeting. 
Trustee Salisbury stated that he was in favor of the 4 year term, so there would be an election every other year instead of every year. 

Ron Carr explained the process of how the Village would work into the 4 year terms.
