Citizen’s Comments.
Sue McManus of 78 Oswego Street, spoke on behalf of an adhoc committee that was formed to celebrate the anniversary of 100 years of Lock 24 being operational.   This group is made up of members of the library, representatives of the museum and other local community members.  They are putting together some events to commemorate this anniversary, all with the blessing of the NYS Canal Corporation Director.  She noted that Lock 24 was the first lock in operation .  It was important to Baldwinsville as it was used to bring in people to the area and to shuttle materials back and forth while other locks were being built.  It has since served to benefit commerce and in these later years to encourage tourism in this area.
The first event scheduled is the “Rededication of Lock 24” by Carmella Mantello, the NYS Canal Corporation Director, May 12, 2010, at 5 p.m.  There will then be ongoing community events and activities through October 31st.  There will be exhibits at the library and museum, a display at the visitor’s center,  special cruises in the area by the island, participation in the local parade and Seneca River Days, and  walking tours of the historic waterfront as well.
Looking forward to August 21, 2010, they hope to have a beautiful day on the island with a parade, different celebrations and demonstrations and the dedication of a commemorative plaque at Lock 24.  More information will be coming from the committee.  
The last thing she wanted to mention is that a new title from the “Images of America” series, published by the Arcadia Publishing firm, titled, Greater Baldwinsville, showcasing Baldwinsville’s history, is now out for sale in bookstores.   Their website is www.arcadiapublishing.com.

Trustees’ Comments.
A few of the trustees noted that the sidewalks that are finished are fabulous.   They are very impressed.
Trustee Clarke mentioned that in regards to the sales tax issue, ‘thank you’ to the Mayor for the work he did to help the village’s cause and he thinks that  County Executive Joanne Mahoney took what he had to say seriously.  He also noted that the video that had been approved for the website looks impressive.  It is a nice look for visitors to the area who go to the website or for new Baldwinsville homeowners to view. 
Mayor’s Comments.

Mayor Saraceni had a few comments on the sales tax agreement.  He first wanted to thank all of the Onondaga county legislature members but especially Robert Warner and Richard Lesniak for fighting for the towns, school districts and villages.  This agreement seems to make the best of a bad situation.  The village will continue to look at what can be done to cut costs as sales tax revenue that the village receives is to be cut in half.  He will get the numbers together to explain the situation better for the next meeting.  
Department Heads.
Ruth Troy noted that a school representative will be at the center to explain the school budget and answer any questions on Friday, May 7, 2010, at 11:00 a.m.  Also, May is older Americans month.  The national motto is ‘age strong live strong’ and she reminded everyone that there is a lot to do for their own health and wellness there at the center. 
Michael Lefancheck noted that a traffic enforcement detail was conducted last Wednesday in the village at the four corners area, looking for people not using seatbelts and talking or texting on their cell phones.  There were 24 tickets written.  They will be out doing this again in the summer at various times in the day.  He was pleased to say that about 95% of the drivers and their passengers were wearing their seatbelts.  He mentioned that tomorrow is the start of the first presentation this year of the annual bicycle and pedestrian safety program to be held at the elementary schools.  There will be a ‘rodeo’ held at the end of the program, where the kids can win prizes and helmets are handed out free of charge to those who need them.  The Baldwinsville Optimist club and Liberty Mutual insurance company partner with the village to put on the program.  They have had great levels of participation in this program from the kids for over 30 years.
Tim Baker noted that an informational meeting is scheduled for the Village Square project on Tuesday, May 18, 2010, at 7:00 p.m.  EDR will be present to answer questions as to how they came up with the latest designs for that area.  Tim will provide the latest project drawing to the trustees.  He mentioned his office will provide notice of the meeting to the businesses in the area of the project.  
Trustee Salisbury spoke of a concern he has with large trucks entering the four corners area.  Newer drivers and independent drivers who are first timers to go through the area are the ones most often to get stuck.  He asked if the state can provide signage to remind drivers of the bypass. Tim said that he will check on that possibility.

Pending Business.
Discussion/Action in regards to the South Shore East Trail.  
Tim Baker said he was notified today that SHPO accepted the phase 1-A and its recommendations and since that is approved the village can go forward with phase 1-B.  Binghamton hopes to have that field work completed in two weeks.  If nothing of significance is found, that will close this out.  This is good news.  
Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties.  
Trustee Wilder advised that the results from the areas of concern are showing positive signs so no clean up may be needed.  He will have more information to report about at the next board meeting.
Discussion concerning changing the terms of the elected Village Officials from 2 years to 4 years.
