Also Present- Village Attorney Ron Carr ; Police Chief Michael Lefancheck;  Joan Ferstler, Asst. Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Tim Baker, Village Engineer; Colin Kahl, a representative from the Public Access Channel; and Erin Wisneski from the Messenger.
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Motion #139  – 

Moved by Trustee Stebbins seconded by Trustee Weaver that the minutes of the meeting held September 2, 2010, be approved and that the Village Clerk dispenses with the reading of said minutes.

Citizen’s Comments.
No Comments.

Trustees’ Comments.
Trustee Shimer requested an Executive Session for a personnel issue.
Trustee Stebbins reminded the residents that the political signs for primary day should be taken down and not put back up until 30 days before the November Election.  

Trustee Wilder thanked the volunteers from the Assembly of God Word of Life Church for coming out to clean the Sergei Yevich Trail and the area of the former DPW facility on Lock Street. He noted that there must have been over 100 volunteers and that they filled 10 large truck loads of weeds and trash.
Mayor’s Comments are as follows.

· Thanked the Assembly of God Word of Life Church for their help in cleaning up the Sergei Yevich Trail and that they did it all in 5 hours. They also brought coffee and food for the volunteers. 

· Noted that there are size limits for the large political signs, which are stated in the Village Code Book. 
· Noted that the Oktoberfest Event was going to take place on September 24 & 25, 2010, at Village Square.  He mentioned the events that were going to take place.  
Department Heads.

Joan Ferstler stated that Canton Woods Senior Center will have a booth at the Oktoberfest. She mentioned that the seniors will have a walk on September 25, 2010, at 9:00 a.m.  Also the seniors’ activity group will have a picnic supper on September 30 from 4:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m., please call for reservations. 
Trustee Salisbury stated that the senior’s activity group has raised hundreds of dollars for Canton Woods Senior Center.  

Michael Lefancheck stated that he met several times with the Oktoberfest Committee regarding security for their event and they will have security check points for the 5k run. He noted that the Baldwinsville Central School District will be hosting a Marching Band competition on September 25, 2010, and that in Community Park on September 25th , the Baldwinsville Ambulance Corp. will be holding a rescue competition; therefore the Village will be very busy on the weekend of September 24th & 25th.   
Tim Baker stated that the Fall Brush Pickup Program started September 15, 2010. The DPW will begin picking up brush weekly on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday until the snow falls.  The sidewalk contractor has started working on Virginia Street and when they finish, they will move on to Tappan Street.
Trustee Salisbury questioned if the Village was going to do paving work this year.

Tim Baker stated that the paving work was scheduled for the last half of October. They will be paving Smokey Hollow Road, Endora Drive, Woods Street and hopefully Margaret Street. 

Trustee Salisbury questioned the engineering expenses listed on the Treasurer’s monthly report. He wondered if those funds would be reimbursed with the proposed bonding funding that was mentioned at a previous board meeting.
Tim Baker stated that some of those expenses will be paid by grant funds and others will be funded by bonding. 

Trustee Salisbury stated that he would like to discuss some other items in the Treasurer’s monthly report, later in the meeting if that was possible.

The Village Board did not have a problem adding a discussion in regards to the Treasurer’s monthly report to the agenda.

Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail. 
Tim Baker stated that he received notice from New York State DOT stating that they approved the Village’s Engineering Report for the South Shore East Trail and they have forwarded it to Federal Highway Association. It was noted that it would take up to one month before the Village would hear from the Federal Highway Association.

Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Trustee Wilder stated that he received a draft report from Plumley Engineering and it was very favorable. They feel that no clean up is needed to be done. He will have a formal report for the next DPW Committee and the next Village Board Meeting.

Discussion regarding the Treasurer’s Monthly report.
Trustee Salisbury questioned the amount of funds that were being spent on litigations for the Police Arbitration which has amount to $35,000.00 so far this year. 
Mayor Saraceni stated that was correct and that there is still a meeting that has been set for October, therefore there will be future costs incurred.

Trustee Salisbury noted that there was a negative amount for police overtime, but that was because the Village just billed the Baldwinsville Central School District for the overtime that had occurred, while having a police officer at school events. 

Trustee Salisbury questioned the amount in the budget to PAC –B, but that amount was higher because the Village paid PAC-B two quarters of the year 2009 in the 2010 budget.  He feels in all the budget is going very well. 

Mayor Saraceni stated that he has asked the department heads to be conscientious when preparing their budget for next year, since the Village will be losing 12½ % of it revenue from the loss of sales tax.
